That was the picture Dean paint-
ed at a farewell news conference
yesterday before his retirement
next Tuesdny, after four Years in
the job, as chairman of the Alomic
Energy Commission (AEC).

“It would be m great pity.* he
sald, “if Russia started a war be-
cause she assumed the Uniled
States did not have the powsr to
retalinle lo the point of desiruc-
tion,"

on Japan could ever be made—
equivalent to the energy released
in the explosion of 20,000 tons of
TNT—Denn sald the U, 5, now has
& whole family of A-bomibs,

any size.'

He suggested it mizht be helpful
if en official Indication of the
“magnitude” of the U, 5. atomic
weapons stockplle was given, But
