Tanker Fire

Leaves Toil
0f One Man

WILMINGTON, Del. '8 — The
9,179-ton tanker Pan Georgla burst
into flames last night as Itz crew
completed unloading 110,000 gallons
of high octane gasoline and fusl
oll at & Delgware River dock here

One crew member, Ray Ou, a
second assistant’ engineer {rom
Galveston, Tex., Is missing and
presumed dead, Ship officors sald
he apparently drowned alter leap-
ing overboard In the flurry of ex-
citement which swept the chip.

Coast Guardsmen and Wilming-
ton flremen used grapplug-hooks
in a search for his body,

Of the olher orew members, 24
were resocued by Coast Guard and
Army engineer rescue bosts and
brought to Red Cross headquartlers
in Wilmington. Another eight were
admitted to Delaware Hospital
where two are in critical condition
from burns,

Eight others, Including Capt,
Morgan A, Maxey, 36, of Port Ar-
thur, Tex., stayed on board to bat-
tle the flames,

4 was the second tragedy in lit-
tle more than s maonth involviom
bulk carrlers vessels, On June 6,
the Pan Massachuseits and The
Phoenix collided at Port Penn, 16
miles south of here, causing p spec-
tacular fire and taking three lives,

Joseph H. Baoland, 55, o1 Caives-
ton, Tex.,, & member of the ship's
mess, said he belleve the fire start-
ed when a spark from a tugboat
standing alongside the ship blew
into an open hold of the tanker,
touching off gasoline fumes,

The tug boat was preparing to
pull the tanker from its dock Into
the river for & relurn voyage lo
Texas City, Tex.
