WEED The annual report for
the Weed Judicial District Court
has been released by Judge Ken-
neth T. Stone and shows a total
of 2007 criminal, misdemeanor
and civil cases have passed through
his court since July 1, 19, ana
the ending of the fiscal year on

July 1. 1953.

The largest number or cases
were for traffic violations amount
ing to 1638. There were 180 other
misdemeanor arrests made. Dur
ing the first half of the fiscal year
only 10 preliminary hearings were
held on felony charges, but during
the last half of the year this In-

creased to 24, marking up an ag-

gregate of 34 for the year.
During the period from July 1,

1952, to January 1, 1953, of the
830 persons arrested, 763 were
either convicted or bound over to
a higher court after a plea of guil-

ty. Fines were paid Into court by
53 persons and 48 had Jail sen-

tences Imposed. Other dispositions
were made of the balance. Of the
67 arrested but who did not come
Into court, 41 forfeited ball and the
other 28 have been apprehended.

The period, from January 1 to
July 1, 1953, showed 844 arrests
for traffic violations such as psced-in-

falling to give right of way
and passing through stop signs; 72
for Illegal parking and 82 for other
misdemeanors. Of these 40 for-

feited ball, 568 paid fines, 30 had
jail sentences Imposed and other
dispositions made of 211 cases. Of
those cited on traffic violations,
188 are yet to be apprehended.

There were 128 small claims filed
In the civil division and 29 other
types of civil cases heard during
the year by Judge Stone.
