Mormons Out
For 'Apostasy’

EDMONTON, Alin. f — Ten
meémbers of & small Mormon col-
ony at Lister, B. C.,, bave been
excommunicated for apostasy—
abandonment of the Mormon falth.
The announcement was made
here Thursday by R, Scolt Zim-
merman of onton, president of
the Weslern Canadn mission of the
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-
Day Saints, who made an on-the-
spot  investigation earlier this
month of reporis of polygamy
among Mormons al Creston, B, C.
Polygamy has been outlawed by
the church since 1800,

On Aug, 3, Zlmmerman B&ald a
special detall of Royal Canadian
Mounted Police investigating ru-
mary of *'polygamy and malprac-
tices" had reported ‘‘nothing sub-
stantial" on which charges could
be lalg.

The church leader revealed that
he and other officials had been
investigating, for the past 14
months, conditions at the small
British Columbla community, In
the Creston district near the Cana-
dinn-Uniteq Btates’ border,

bers weren't tried on charges of
polygamy, he sald, Polygamy was
too difficult to prove and therefore
