More than a score of survivors
of Communist atrocities in Korea
testified under oath during the pub-
lic hearings.

This was done, Potter said so
the "American people and all the
peoples of the free world may fully
understand the true character of

this Communist enemy."
After World War II, potter said,

"Nazi and Japanese war criminals
were tried and convicted for atro-

cities far less bestial than those
committed by the Communists in
Korea."

Potter said the sworn testimony
shows Korean atrocities as "a dis-
tinct and calculated pattern of

physical and mental tortures per-

petrated to Indoctrinate, to humili-
ate, and to exterminate American
and Allied war prisoners."
