“Using a Light
Meter With Your
Movie Camera”

To determine  the  proper
lighting for your home movies,
either the bulli-in exposure
gulde on your cAmera or an
easy.io-operate Jight meter may
be used. Both of these meth-
ods of determining lghting
effectiveness are usunlly nc-
curate, both will give good pic-
tures, though the photo elec-
tric light meter will be more
acournte under a variety of
lighting econditions than the
chart; but emphasis mist be
placed on correct usikge, 1F!

Because moxt light meters
are built for use with still cam-
ers, many pholo fans have
trouble setling the movie eam-
erns gecording to the reading
on their light meter. For ex-
ample T was asked, “On a lght
meter that does not show speed
in frames per second, what
setling should T use?'” If you
too havae wandered the same
thing, remember this: Movies
are a long series of still pic-
tures  which are sometimes
called frames.
