Rules Made
PORTLAND 11 The lower and

middle stretches of the Columbia
River will be open to commercial
fishing from April 30 to May 21, the

Oregon Fish Commission and
Washington State Fisheries Bureau
decided Tuesday.

Last year the river below Bonne-

ville Dam was opened April 30 and
the upriver opening was delayed
until May 13. State biologists had
recommended the same for this
year in an attempt to increase the
number of fish which reach spawn-
ing grounds.

Upriver fishermen complained,
however, that the late season
wasn't profitable for them, and the
uniform dates were set for both
above and below the dam.
