With that in mind the writer
went to work, checking each big
league club and their minor league
affiliations. The survey produced
a surprise. It showed that the high
and mighty Yankees have only nine
farm clubs. They own only two
outright and have working agree-
ments with seven others. Also, only
six big league organizations pos-
sess smaller farm systems. Those
clubs are Washington, Cincinnati,
Detroit, Boston, Chicago White Sox
and Philadelphia Athletics.

The St. Louis Cardinals have
the most extensive farm system,
controlling 22 minor league clubs.
The Brooklyn Dodgers are next
with 15. The other seven clubs
control either the same number of
clubs or more than the Yankees.

The Yankees at one time did
have a large farm system. In 1947,

they maintained 23 clubs and
