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day. It is illegal to be a spy, or to
teach and advocate the overthrow
of the U.S. government. So merely
establishing that a person is a
Communist, - or a sympathizer,
does not put an automatic criminal
taint upon him. -

For Information to be of any
real value ' to the FBI, it must
prove or pointedly indicate that
a person is a spy or a plotting Sub-

versive. But that kind of evidence
Is not readily picked up hy listen-
ing to drugstore conversations, not-

ing what books a man keeps on
his shelves, or noting that a fellow
befriends another who once voted
lor Socialist Norman Thomas. ,

Herbert Fhllbrlck, author of "I
Led Three' Lives," had to serve
long years as sn actual member
of the Communist Party to get
the kind of evidence that would real-
ly nail down dangerous Commu-
nists, In the strictest sense, he was
a trained agent.

Outside information, as we have
said, can be important. But the
occasional useful tip. is not worth
the price of converting whole com-
munities into armies of amateur
espionage agents.

In Russia, no man dare trust his
neighbor. Everyone is spied upon,
and everyone knows It. The only
safe place to say what you think
is in the open air, with no one
around. This Is true from the lowest
level to the very top of the Kremlin
hierarchy,

In America we have long since
had done with vigilante squads.
Few citizens who think deeply
about their unique American free-
doms will relish the Idea of or-

ganized spy systems unprofession-
al at that reaching into every
street in every community across
the land.

. In Its unrelenting- - search for
spies and active subversives, the
FBI relies heavily upon Its ,own
numerous Investigators, But It also
draws upon Information furnished

a wide variety of outside sources,
including anonymous tipsters.

The FBI welcomes this material,
even though it has learned from
lone experience thai a substantial
part of it Is of no value at all.il
The agency runs down every ieaa,
for It never knows when one will
prove productive. ,

It would be unwise to discourage
the Individual effort behind this

reporting which occasion-
ally leads to pay dirt. Internal se-

curity demands the sort of vigi-
lance that comes only from many
eyes and ears.

Yet It Is something else for or-

ganizations, however patriotic in
membership and motive, to Instruct
their members as a group to act
as amateur deputies of the FBI.

The Veterans of Foreign Wars is
doing just that. It says all its mem;
bers have been urged to hand the
FBI names of people they think
might be Communists. ..

The VFW's g direc-
tive to this effect came to light
when it was disclosed that a VFW
post in Norwalk, Conn., is supplying
the FBI with names and addresses

residents deemed to be "Commu-
nistic."

For one thing. In the present tense
age, the label "Communist" is
often very loosely applied, espec-- J

luny oy people wno ill
eagerness believe that, they are

better qualified thaii some to de-
tect danger at a considerable dis-
tance.

Last Wednesday evening the

Klamath Historical Society's
meeting was devoted to schools
and the older members of the So-

ciety told of remembrances of
school days at the turn of the cen-

tury. Education has come a long
ways from the primitive days of the
one room log cabin or rough
board shack. Modern educators
probably shudder at the thought of
the archaic tools of education pos-
sessed by the pioneer teachers and
when a switch enforced discipline
not physchologlcal appeals to brat-tis- h

natures. These students of an
earlier era in retrospect were
amused at the number of times the
teacher gave them a personal les-

son In regards the way of the
transgressor, the heavy hand of

justice fell uncompromisingly upon
boy and girl alike. Unfortunately
no one recalled the effects of this
disciplinary part of education upon
the parents, in my day, I well
remember that a breeching at
school was sure to be followed by
a slightly steamer lesson at home
that night. Ah me! How times do

change
But we might think even further

back in the history of our coun.
try for no matter how primitive
the land and conditions laced the

pioneer there was education and
children. Speaking of pioneer edu
cation It seems to me that the
teachers of that era did fairly well
and produced a large percentage of

great men and women. The little
log cabin schoolhouse, by consoll.
dation, by the domination of city
life and by educational progress
has vanished from the scene.
Whether the movement Is upward
In spiral form to a higher and
better social state as. modern edu-

cators are boasting has been the
case, or, whether it rises to a peak
and drops to a lower level than its
starting point, I do not know: but
I do know that the people cannot
afford to close the door of oppor-
tunity that the little one room
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schoolhouse gave to the giants of
the West;

As an example of the very early
pioneer we might turn to Joa-

quin Miller, who as a child re-

ceived his schooling on the long,
long trail from Liberty, Indiana to
Eugene, Oregon, a trip that was
actually eleven years in its un-

dertaking. The Miller children re-
ceived their preschool mental
training on tills long trail, a cov-
ered wagon was their schoolhouse.
I wonder if the followers of Rous-
seau's visionary educational
schemes could visualize by their
pedagogical ohilosoohy the "'Poet
of the Sierra" in the ashes of the
campiircs ot Margaret and Hultngs
Miller?
. There were thousands of others
who also made the same long trail
to the West, there were also other
children who lived in covered wa-
gonsthey saw the same trees, the
same rivers, the same mountains.
the same midnight shadows in the
canyons. But how different they
saw these things of Nature. It took
the eyes of Joaquin. to see the
beauty, majesty, and color in the
natural environment.

Joaquin has written an account
of the little log cabin as follows:

"The schoolhouse was a cabin
with but one room and a huge fire-

place that took up nearly the en
tire side of tne edifice. TWe Uiree
big girls that came to school hung
their shawls and poke bonnets on
pegs behind the door. There were
about a dozen big boys, and theyana papa kept tne big fireplace
roaring and blazing. This was the
only way to keep warm. The floor
was the solid earth and the win.
dows were long, narrow strips of
greased paper. This gave not such
a bad light as might be imagined:
nor was Jt at all primitive. I have
seen, in ine later years of mv life.
China with no other windows In
their finest houses than oiled
paper. These big boys would snow-
ball, whoop, and hurrah during re
cess, after they had cut and car
ried m plenty of wood; but theywere good boys and tried hard to
Improve. Most of them were full
grown and none of them aspired
to anything beyond reading and
writing. The writing desks were
made of big puncheons hewn from
maple logs, resting on enormous
pegs driven Into the wall. Papa
made all the pens from goose
quills brought In by the big boys
ana set an me 'copy.' Tne big boys
were good to papa and very d

toward my elder brother
and myself, the only little ones
in school."

Tills was the little school In

Randolph county Indiana which
was one of tiie stopping places of
the Miller's journey to the West.
From this same school house "One
of these tall, ungainly big boys
went to congress, then to the Mexi-
can War, became a famous gen-
eral, and then was made Governor
of Oregon, then Senator, and in
the early sixties was chosen as
candidate for vice president on
the ticket with Breckenridgc. who
was beaten by Abraham Lincoln."
This big boy of the Indiana wilder-
ness was Joseph Lane.

Joaquin continues. "There was one
big boy, Alexander, who came to
school entirely barefooted, al- -

though there was frost on the
ground, and often snow. Everybody
was very, very poor. The scholars
had to pay Ihelr own tull ion en-

tirely; the Tree school had not yet
penetrated the dense maple-tre- e

wilderness.''

able in 1961, and thus get that
much off the current market.

WASHINGTON Wl Watching the
foreign ministers' conference In

Berlin has been like looking Into
a refrigerator: thero you could see
how cold the cold war really is.

For mankind the view was chill-

ing: the meeting has produced no
cracks In the Ice, no sign of melt-
ing. But no one had predicted oth-

erwise. Optimism about the meet-

ing was zero before It began.
" The milliliters the United states'

Dulles, Britain's Eden. France's
Bldaull, Russia's Molotov have
been polite, have dined together,
and haven't changed views which
have been frozen solid for years.

Miracles aside, the best the Unit-

ed Stales could hope for out of the
conlcrcnce wis:

1. That It would end with the
partnership between tills country.
Britain and France as firm as
ever, In spite ol any Molotov
tricks. It seems to have suffered
no damage so far.

2. That the United States would
be able to ouldo Molotov In win-

ning friends through the statement
of its case, which was already well
known anyway.

The most Russia probably hoped
to gain was a weakening of the
American British French part-
nership. Hie meeting isn't over.
Molotov may yet pull out an ace.

For Instance; the French would
probably Jump at the chance If he
suggested a way to end their war
with the Communists in Indochina.
Alter losing men and money there
lor years, they're sick of It.

(The United States, which has
been trying to bolster up French
resistance. Is afraid that a poor
settlement by the French in Indo-
china might open the door to tne
Communists' taking over all South
east Asia.i

It the price the French had to
pay Molotov lor a settlement was
more delay, or flat refusal, In Join
ing mo European Defense Commu
nlty the smute European army
tney might be wining to buy.

Bo far Ihc French have hot
Joined EDC, asainst all United
States urging. They may continue
to hold back even if Molotov makes
no oiler at all. If Molotov could
wreck EDC, his Berlin trip would
nave oecn wortnwlillc lor him.

Instead of lulling the French,
Molotov nniv already have scared
them with his ideas on the future
of Clerniany.

Main reason for French delay
In Joining EDC which would in-

clude rearmed West Germans in
a single army with tho French-- Is

fear of seeing Germany start
to rearm.

Molotov played on that by sug-
gesting East and West Germany
be allowed to nolle and then be
kept unarmed. On the (ace of It,
an unarmed Germany seemed
right In line with French desires.

They'd have to think twice about
it, of course, since a Germany
kept unarmed would be a broad
highway for Russian armies If they
