WASHINGTON n. George
(D-a- said today that any move
to avoid a Senate showdown in this
session of Congress on tne contro-
versial Bricker treaty - power
amendment would merely "perpei- -

uute the issue" in politics. -

George, who told the Senate yes
terday President Eisenhower can
not defend his opposition to a pro
vision giving Congress a cneck on
executive agreements, said in an
interview he is going to continue
to work to get a constitutional
amendment passed. He has offered
his own version.

The Senate, in recess over the
weekend, will resume debate Mon
day on a proposal ay sen. uricker

with the understanding
It will not attempt to reach any
votes on the measure until the
weeV of Feb. 15.

.There are so many conflicting
proposals pending that George said
It seems doubtful to him that any
could now get Senate approval by
the necessary of tnose
voting.

But maybe after we nave
mulled this thing over for a while,
it may be possible to ge some
agreement," the Georgia senator
said.

He added that he believes he
may get a majority of the Senate
to approve substituting his plan for
the Bricker proposal. George's
version would nullify any treaty
or international agreement which
conflicted with the Constitution and
would prevent executive agree
ments from becoming effective as
Internal law except by act of Con
gress. A majority vote would ne

enough to revise ' the. pending
Briox'.' sronosal along these lines,
but final passage still would re- -
aulre two-thir- approval.

"BERLIN A. Communist
crackdown on East Oerman work
ers speaking out against
Vyacheslav M. Molotov's plan for
the unification, of Germany paral
lelled the final session today oi the
second week of the Big Four for-

eign ministers conference.
East German police made scores

of arrests. Interior Minister Willi
Stoph, directing the crackdown,
warned at an East Berlin rally
last night that the Red govern
ment "will sharply suppress every
attempt to aisrupt democratic de-

velopment of the .republic." The
warning came as a caution against
any German demonstrations dur-
ing the weekend recess of the Bigr our.
OPPOSITION

Outbursts of opposition, all rel
atively feeble, developed in five
scattered East German cities in
the past five days. They were
simply shouts of protest against
speakers lauding the declaration
by Molotov that the best way to
unite Germany and prevent a re
surgence of Httlerlem was to pat
tern a- new .united nation after
ppllceittemlnated East Germany;

ine moioiov Plan, pegged to tne
Idea of forming a provisional gov
ernment in which the Communists
would have an equal voice with
the West Germans, has brought the
Big Four parley to a near stall.

The three Western ministers.
with U. S. Secretary of State Dulles
as leadoff man, declared that un-
less Molotov was ready to negoti-
ate Instead of lecture and de-

nounce, there was little value in
talking further at this meeting
about uniting Germany.

The Western ministers said
clearly they had had enough of
It. But not Molotov. In his con-

The Rome newspaper H Tempo
said the Pope, the spiritual leader
of 400 million Roman Catholics
throughout the world, had not leit
his bed in his third floor apartment
in the Vatican Palace since he
was stricken Jan. 26. He tried to
rise once or twice, the newspaper
said, but was too feeble to do so.

Romania and Bulgaria and Latvia
and Estonia and Lithuania ana nil
the other countries that have been
brought, by force under tne narsn
and grim rule of communism
would want free elections also so
that they too could get out from
under the Russian heel.

unlet Ernest wouweoer issued
the decree of his secret police to
smash a wave of unrest that start-
ed as soon as Soviet Foreign Min-

ister V. M. Molotov staUed the Big
Four parley on Oerman unifica-
tion.

Fearful, of another June IT, the
East German Communist regime
girded Its forces to avoid the em-
barrassment of an outbreak at this
critical time. It was clear the Rus
sians were leaving this policing job
to their zonal underlings.

Rumors sped thick and fast that
the Soviet Army, which shattered
last. June's workers' uprising, had
moved again as a precautionary
measure. Thorough checking by
Western agencies in position to
make such checks indicated the
rumors were false,

ft was learned that several Red
Army housekeeping units have
been shifted around on the Berlin
perimeter in the past week, partic-
ularly in the Potsdam and Babel-
berg areas. This was described by
Western informants as a purely
routine maneuver which did not
bring one Red Army soldier closer
to East Berlin than he was a week
before. There were no tanks In
volved.

A SHORT CUT TO FREEDOM, via hacksaw and window,
is surveyed by Dean (Coyote) George, one of two prisoners,
in the time tank at the city jail who did not take advan-

tage of the means of escape which took two other
prisoners to freedom some time Friday night, only a day
or so before their release was scheduled. The escapees,
Richard Roy Logan, 23, and Kenneth (Dusty) Wells, 25,
sawed their way to freedom with a six inch hacksaw
blade which was found outside the window this' morning
by Al Brotherton, city meter maintenence man., Their es-

cape was reported to Desk Sgt. Leonard Clark by a trustee,
Russell Pennabaker, after he went up to feed the prison-
ers about 7:15 this morning. Both Logan and Wells had
been sentenced to 30 days in jail or $100 fine: Logan
on January 6 for failure to stop at the scene of an acci-

dent; Wells on January 8 for disorderly conduct. The
police report on Logan states that he is out of the peniten-
tiary after three years on a hit and run charge. Wells was
to be remanded to the county jail on a charge of furnish-

ing liquor to minors when his city sentence was con-

cluded, according to 'District Judge D. E. Van Vactor.
