President Elsenhower campaigned
for office on an economy - in --

government plank, among others.
A year after he assumed office,
It is fair to see how he is doing
on this score.

Twelve months ago there were
2,370,000 civil service workers on
the federal payroll. Today there
are some 2,170.000.

In other words, the Eisenhower
administration has reduced the to-

tal by some 2,000,000, Most of this
reduction has not been achieved
through firings, but simply
through not filling job vacancies
as they occur. The normal turn-
over of government personnel as-
sures that these openings will be
developing steadily. ,

Predictions are that Mr. Eisen-
hower will be able to- eliminate
possibly another 40,000 In the pres-
ent year, but prospects for fur-
ther substantial cuts beyond that
are not considered bright.

These economies in personnel,
amounting to something more than
eight per cent, must be accepted
as an earnest effort by the Presi-
dent lo fulfill his pledge. How im
pressive you regard it depends part
ly, oi course, on now much you
may have expected of Uie admin-
istration.

Secretary of Defense Wilson has
said that if Uie Elsenhower regime
could slash "operating expenses"
by 10 per cent that would be an
achievement of note. Naturally,
operating expenses and personnel
totals do not march along In per-
fect tandem. An eight per cent
personnel reduction is not nec-

essarily an eight per cent operatingcut. But the paring down so far
moves Uie administration well to-

ward Its expressed goal.
Some citizens, and some poli-

ticians, may have imagined that
reductions In the order of 500,000
persons were not only possible but
practical. The hard facts of mod-
ern day government life do not sup-
port this rosy vision of the future.

Of the citizen's tax dollar, only
22 cents goes for the ordinary ex-

penses of government the reg-
ular departments like Agriculture,
Commerce, Treasury which are
generally unrelated to the broad
national defense effort, the pay-
ment for past wars, and payments
on the huge national debt.

Mr. Eisenhower's whittlingon the regular services has been
steady and will continue. But there
obviously is a point beyond which
It cannot go without serious im-

pairment of services viewed by
citizens themselves as essential to
their welfare. ,

And. of course, to cut heavily
into the 78 cents of the tax dol-
lar which goes for defense and
related costs would be to endanger,
sooner or later, the national se- -

curlty.
Big Government is something

that makes many Americans un-

happy, for it stands In their minds
for unnecessary regulation, waste-tu- l

expense, bureaucratic rigidity.
The President Is dedicated to pre-

venting government from get-

ting any bigger, and to making
it n little smaller where he can.
But he Is under no illusion that
It can be made really small again

any more than you could get
anywhere trying to peddle a 1925
Cadillac In 1954.

The Doctor Says
Several readers of this column,

including Mrs. C, who says she Is
73 years old, have asked for a
discussion of hardening of the ar-

teries, even though this has been
done several times before.

I wish that I could report more
progress, but arteriosclerosis or
hardening of the arteries is a most
difficult problem, and although re-

search workers are constantly add-

ing to our knowledge by studying
this condition in human beings, in
experimental animals, and In the
laboratory, Uie cure is not yet in
sight.

What happens In hardening of
the arteries? There is a slow de-

posit of calcium salts in Uie walls
of the arteries which carry blood
from the heart to all parts of the
body, This is often preceded by
deposits of a substance
known as cholesterol. It should be
emphasized that this Is a slow pro
cess; there Is always more cal
cium in the walls of Uie arteries
of a person of 40 than In those of
a child.

In other words, arteriosclerosis
Is a part of normal aging, but it
progresses faster in some people
than In others, and in some ar-

teries than in others. Just why this
variation In the development of
hardening of the arteries should oc-

cur, no one knows. It is probable
that a family or hereditary tenden-
cy is one element Involved. For ex-

ample Uicre are some families
in which most of the members
develop arteriosclerosis at about
the same age and in the same
arteries, such as those supplying
Uie heart, the legs, or the brain.

The symptoms from hardening
of the arteries depend on what
arteries are affected and how
badly they have become hardened
and Uiickened, The hardened arter-
ies in general are less elastic than
normal ones, and unable to carry
as much blood, thus Interfering
with the amount of blood which
the tissues receive.

If the arteries in the legs are
Involved, for example, there may
be cold feet, bluish spots on the
legs, or in the most severe cases
gangrene or death of the tissues
of a toe or even Uie entire foot.
When the blood vessels of the
heart are involved, there Is fre-

quently pain around that organ
from climbing stairs or other ex-

ertion. This is called angina pec-
toris.

Arteriosclerosis Is not an easy
thing to discuss because so little
is known about its prevention or
treatment. It is still one of the
great unsolved problems of medi-
cine which those who have it must
learn to live with, and on which
study, effort, and money will have
to be expanded for a long time
to come.
