Caring for fine old china Is a
pleasurable sort of worry for
homemakers who p r 1 1 e the
beauty of e Imports, the
nostalgia of grandma's d

plates and the rarity of
cups from a pattern.

You want to use your treas-
ures occasionally for appreciative
company. But there's always the
fret that an accident Is going to
happen. Sensible precautions and
first-ai- d repair work will help to
keep your fine china in the family.

One of the biggest hazards is
careless washing. I nicked the
spout of a pretty old pitcher Just
by forgetting to swing the over-
head faucet out of the way.

Old china should be washed by
hand promptly after use. Never
let It stand "as Is" overnight. On
occasions when I use a large,
fine, old platter or d

salad plates, I take the time to
line the sink with a folded dish
towel to reduce the danger of chip-
ping the edges.

It's not a bad Idea to wash,
rinse, dry and put away the espe- -

lacue tne rest of the dishes. .
If you're washing bulky or

odd. sized pieces, cushion the
drainboard with folded , towels.
Avoid sudden changes of water
temperature. Pulling a dish from
tepid water and scalding it with
boiling water can cause surface
cracks.

Such a simple precaution as sep-
arating stacked plates with paper
napkins, flannel or blotting paper
guards against scratches on deli-
cate painted decorations.

I never had any luck mending
broken china until I tried one spe-
cial procedure. It's still a tedious
job, but. the plates didn't come
apart.

First, wash up tho broken
pieces in mild suds and let them
dry a day In a warm room away
from moisture. Next, , assem-
ble broken pieces and apply house-
hold cement to edges. Fit pieces to-

gether and press tightly, holding
them In place for a minute. Don't
slide or rub broken edges together.

Gently remove excess cement
with razor blade. Plaster the
mended line with clear tape, us--
