Judge Keeps
Gun Kearby

During Case
PHILADELPHIA W A judge

who heard some 350 claims to the
Oarrctt snuff es-

tateone of the greatest fortune
hunts In history saya he always
kept a small revolver on the
bench.

President Judge Charles Klein
of the Philadelphia Orphans Court
revealed yesterday ne Kepi uie

irun near his hand as he heard
the wild claims In one of the most
Involved nnd bitter will contests
ever to come before uie probate
courts of the United States.

The object of the fortune seekers
was the large estate left oy mrs
Henrietta Garrett, widow of
wealthy snuif manufacturer, when
she died In 1930 without a win
Die case was ended last week.

"My association with this case
has been the most trying experi
ence of my life," Judge Klein said,

"Never before have I been sub
Jclcd to such abuse by neurotics
and otlier unreasonable people who
were motivated by selfish greed
or Induced by the
vision of many minions of aonars
involved in this fantastic case."

Manv of the claimants had
shown evidence nt masters' hear-Inn- s

that they were suffering from
hallucinations, he said. Many dir-

ected their haired against the
court and the court's officers.

Judge Klein was trying to pre-
vent what actually happened in
Warren, Pa., last month when a
husband Involved In a support case
shot a Judge as he sat on Uie
bench.

Pollcs ordered the precaution of
the revolver, Judge Klein said,
nnd tliey also placed armed guards
In the courtroom after he took over
the case in 1950.

At that time it was 20 years old.
Masters had received and pro-
cessed 25,800 claims from every
state and 25 foreign rations.

Judgo Klein finally awarded the
fortune to the families of three
deceased cousins Joann Peter
Christian Shnfer of Bad Nauhelm,
Germany; Oerman Kretschmar of
St. Louis; and Howard Kretschmar
of Chicago. The case was ended
last week with Uie dlschasge of
the administrators.

lo provide telephone and telegraph
connection with transcontinental
trunk line cables which cross the
Allegheny Mountain ridcte some
miles from the site. Ft.Ritchie is
located almost on the Maryland-Pennsylvani- a

border.
The emergency command post

cations- facilities of the Army,
Navy and Air Force by five micro-
wave radio stations built in or
near Washington.

1. 1951, although plans had been
considered soon after the end of
World War II.

A tunnel, curving to ' reduce

MILWAUKEE 11 Milwaukee po-

Malenkov Lauds

MOSCOW i,n Soviet premier

The Premier spoke at a recep
tion at the Chinese Embassy
Among other ranking Kremlin
leaders attending were Communist
Party Secretary N. S. Khrushchev,
Defense Minister Nikolai Bulganin
and Depuly premiers Lazar

and A. I. Mikoyan.
The emergence of Uie Communist

People's Republic in China, sain
Malenkov, haa opened a new
rtxich in Asia, making it a bastion
of peace instead of a powder keg.

Soviet newspaper editorials, com-

menting on the pact between the
two major Communist nations,
stressed the "great aid" Russia
has given China and described
their friendship link as ''unbreak-
able."
