or above for this period, accord-
ing to a atatement by Roberts E.
Jones, forest supervisor.

The report on Parks Creek
course shows the snow pack, water
content to be 106 per cent of the
April 1 normal, Stouts Meadow
is 105 per cent while Mount Shas-
ta (Horse Camp) is 89 per cent.
