America needs more
than 6,000 new municipnl sewage
plants or additions right pow.”

‘The Hermiston game farm in
northeastern Oregon has already
released 1,250 adult birds and thus
clenned out their stock of phess-
ants, This farm I8 lo be use ene
tirely for the production of tha
newly-introduced chukar partridge
and some work with quall in (e
Immediate future,

During the coming week, crews
from the eastern part of Oregon
will release an additional 800 adult
birds from the Onlario game farm
and as soon us the weather per-
mils, spproximately 5,000 birds
will be turned out on the west side
of the Onsondes from the gnme
farm loonted on the E. E. Wilson
game management area.
