These proposals would boost the
tax reductions in the bill by about
530 million dollars. As passed bv
the House, the bill cut about 25
excises by 912 million dollars. The
Senate Finance Committee, which
Mllllkln heads, eliminated a few of
the House cuts but added others
of its own so th it the total revenue
loss would be i58 million a year.

The bill would also extend for a
year beyond April 1 a series of
major excise Increases voted In
1951 after the Korean War began.
