I have had under consideration
the petition which you flled with
the Commissioner  of Indian Af-
fults requesting that you be paid
from Klamath {ribal funds n sal.
Bry, per diem, transportation and
other expenses In connection with
your trip to Washington to appear
before  foint committees of Con-
gress to offer testimony relating
tn 8. 2745 and H. R. 1300 concern-
Ing the termination of Federnl re-
Intlonship with the Elamath Tribe.
I have come to the onclusion that
vou have rendered a valuable serv-
ice in presenting the views of a
substantial number of the mem-
bers of the Klamalh Tribe. There-
fore, I nm authorizing the expendi-
wure of EKlamath tribal funds to
pay to vou & sniary of $20 per
day and a per diem of nol to ex-
ceed $0, In lley of subsistence and
ell other expenses, from the {ime
you leit the Klamath Reservation

"We agree with Mr. Crawford,
His testimony also makes clear the
reason for s lob of the opposition
that has been s0 loud against this
program and which has been so
widely publicised In the public
press. Who ever heard of anyone
with hiz hande in the public til
that would “liquidate’™ his job?
Not without a fight, that's for sure.
Members of tribal councils are no
different, They ars In control and
they intend to stay in control un-
til the last penny Is gone; too,
What becomes of the argumenta
about having to pay taxes? The
eslimated tolal Jand and personal
property taxes on Kiamath proper-
ty is $272.650 per year, What is it
costing them now to operals ss &
tribe? Approximately $400,000 per
vear and if thal isn'l taxes, what
Is it? Listen Klamnths, that's a
straw bogy man they're trylng to
scnre you with, It's cheaper for
you to be citizenal”
