"fence complex" which previous
witnesses have said is common
among men long Imprisoned,

Kleinrrnian said he found from
an examination of Dickenson and
from a study of Army cluneal rec
ords thiil Ills character structure
fits In the psychiatric category ol
"passive aggresslvo personality."
