It was in & Dec. 24, 1938, diary
entry that Ickes related that FDR
tnld him twe 'conservative pariy
leadera™ argued the way to pres
serve party solidarity was to bal-
ance the budget by dropping all
{ederal spending for relief and pub-
Ue works, except for 500 million
dollars to maich stale and local
funds, and by stopping all farm
beoefits. The (wo leaders also
were quoted as urglng sgainst a
tax booat,

“The President rtemarked,”
Iekes' diary sald, “that this would
mean calling, out the troopa to pre-
serve order. It might even mean
& revolution, or an atiempled rev.
olution.”

Ickes said that when the Presi.
dent asked Lhese leaders U they
would be willing to have L an-
pounced that they were in favor
of such m program, “both hastily
demurred . . . they did not wan!
to take any responsibility.'

Ickes said Roosevelt did not
name the leaders. But Ickes sald
he feit certain one was Vice Pres-
ident John Nance Garner and that
the oiber probably was James F.

Greece After

ATHENS, Greece 8 — Earth
tremors still rocked Central
Greece last night, hours after vie-
lent shocks flattened entire lowns
and crushed scores of people to
death,

The early death toll was estim-
ated officially at 150, Interior Min-
ister Joannis Nicolitsias sald at
least 25,000 persons were made
homeless,

Yesterday's sirlcken area
stretched from the East Coast into
the Pindus Mountains, where shat-
tered villages could be reached
only over donkey trails. Destruc-
tion appeared to center around
Granitsa, 135 miles northwest of
Athens, with the towns of Sofad-
hes, Farsala, Karditss snd Domo-
kos hardest hit.

Thousands of persons slept in
open fields—some because they
had no home to return to and
others because they were nafraid
to go back to the towns they had
fled,

The government sped supplies
and medicine to the earthquake
victlms and dispaiched troops to
repair communication lines, A re-
ligious holiday which had closed
down comsmunication and govern-

measures,

Many telephone and telegraph
lines were down, delaying details
on the extent of the disaster.

Here was the aitustion accord-
ing to avallable reports:

Bofadbes, a town of 4,000, was
almost destroyed. One person was
killed and several Injured,

Farsala, about the same size,
Had 80 per cent of ita houses down,
leaving 5,500 persona shelterjesas,
Reports on the dead and injured
were nol in, The town s & his-
toric site, sald to be the home of
Achilles, It also was the battle
ground of Pharsalus, where Jullus
Caenar defealed Pompey the Great
in 48 B, C.

Earditss, populstion about 28,000,
had 75 per cent of Jis houses top-
pled.

Domokos was 10 per cent de-
stroyed. Five perscns were In-
Jured.

Twelve persons were injured In
Trikkala, Thiriy-four houses col-
Ispsed In Volos, and houses were
reported destroyed In Agia Mar-
ina and Xenadles villages, The 400-
yearold monastery of Aghia Ath-
anaslos, near Domokos, caved in.
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There was no mention whether
Baruch aclually did contribute, bul
