PARIS Dlen Blen Pbu has

fallen.
Premier Joseph L a n I e 1 an-

nounced late Friday the northwest
Indochina bastion "has been sub-

merged."
A little fortress named Isabclle,

site of the French Union garrison's
mam artillery, was still holding out
three miles south of the bloodied,
muddied bastion that had epito-
mized the Indochina War to the
world for 57 days. -

One of the last orders Brig. Oen.
Christian de Castries, the lanky
commander in chief, sent to

was to fire on his own com-
mand post when the Communist-le- d

rebel riflemen finally cut
through.

There was no Immediate word
as to the fate of Gen. De Castries,
commander of the fallen garrison,
nor that of Genevieve de Galard
Terraube. French nurse and the
only woman in the besieged fort.
She had been decorated for gal-
lantry twice within the week.
VAIN EFFORT

Premier Laniel told the National
Assembly counterattacks had been
launched In a vain effort to block
the rebels from making a juncture
in attacks from the northeast and
the southwest, but the defense ef-

been submerged after 30 hours of
uninterrupted combat," L a n I e 1

said.
Laniel said "The French reaction

will be the reaction of the virility
ol a great nation."

He added France will confirm
Its instructions to its delegates at
Geneva without admitting that the
Dien Bien Pbu can change any-
thing.

"France win recall to Its allies
that during: seven years It has
never quit defending alone a great
region of Asia," Laniel told the
Assembly.

All the deputies In the Assembly
stood while Laniel announced the
fall of Dien Bien Phu except the
Communists.-The- remained seat
ed. "

Oen. Ho Nguyen Glap's rebel
siege forces, bidding . for .victory
before the Geneva conference
started' negotiations tor an end to

De Castries' garrison by or
more. .

BIG LOSSES

De Castries, was estimated on
the eve of the showdown battle to
have 14,000 men, including wound
ed, at his command. These were
Frenchmen, Foreign Legionnaires,
Vietnamese and North Africans.
There were aboat 1,000 wounded
In underground bunkers of the
fort. All efforts for a truce to
evacuate them had failed.

The fortress, situated in a broad
fist rice nlain about six miles long
and half that wide, was pounded
by artillery and mortars during
the long days of the siege.

Each new wave of infantrymen
hit off a bit of the original fortress
until when the attack started dur-i- n

the post night, a field little
bigger than a baseball diamond
remained in which the defenders
were concentrated.

Defense of the little fortress was
made difficult by the fact that all
the surrounding hills were held by
the Vietminh and, to the surprise
of the French Union forces, they
were strongly supplied with artil
lery, for the first time in the more
than seven years that they have
been fighting the French.

Beyond, that. also, they had anti
aircraft guns which some French
and American officials insisted

with an airlift from Hanoi proved
expensive and extremely difficult.
Planes had to drop their supplies
from a high altitude, so that much
equipment tell Immediately Into
Vietminh hands.

Th Chinese Communists
had held him captive for fire
months in 1350 after he crash- -
landed in Red territory.

The other American killed was
Wallace Aboott Buford. 3S. of n,

Utah, who narrowly escaped
death 10 days ago when his plane
was riddled by AA-ilr- ,- which
wounded the American pilot With,

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Dulles To

Report On

Asia Plans

WASHINGTON of
Stale Dulles has developed a two- -

stage program for organizing an
coalition In South

east Asia and hopes It will produce
provisions! arrangement In a

matter ol weeks.
Dulles Is due to hold a series of

diplomatic discussions here shortly
for the first stage ol negotiations.
Officials said today It aeems cer
tain to begin with a multlnation
military staff conference.

The military conference, and
possibly additional diplomatic
talks, would be designed to pro
duce a provisional security ar
rangement to alsnd until later
second-stsg- e talks eventually re
sulted In a formal security treaty.

A minimum of five and s max-
imum of 10 or dozen countries
could be represented In the first
conlerences. Authorities said tne
British have agreed to cooperate
and they termed this a lorward
step. Previously the Churchill gov
ernment hsd withheld joining In

Dulles' proposed "united acllon"
pending elforts for an Indochina
peace aettlement at Oeneva.

Dulles conferred with President
Elsenhower at the White House
fir more than an hour Friday
morning. He told newsmen alter
ward that they had discussed Fri-
day night's speech.

Asked about reports that he was
working on what a newsman
termed a compromise solution ol
Uie Indochina problem, Dulles
lunghed and replied:

"There are so many stories that
If I commented on them all I
wouldn't havo time to write my
speech." ' "'.'.. f

Dulles will report to th nation
by rsdlo and television tonight on
Indochina "and on other subjects,
notably tha Korean peace dead-
lock, with which he dealt at Oe-
neva last week with Allied nations
and the Communists.
. The broadcast Is scheduled for
1:30 p.m. EST.

His tslk will be car-
ried at the time of delivery by the
ABC TV network and by NBC.
CBS and Mutual radio networks.

Rcbroadcasts will be carried by
CBS TV at 11:15 p.m. and by ABC
radio at 11.

KFLW-CB.- 4 will rebroadcast Sec-

retary of State Dulles' speech
Friday, at C:30 p.m.

Advance Information was that he
would emphasize his and Presi-
dent Elsenhower's resolve de-

spite disappointments so tar to
form a united front with friendly
nations aimed at saving Southeast
Asia from Communist conquest.

Then, aides said, he will talk In
the next few days with diplomats
of a number of countries which
could be Included In the alliance,
particularly about the subject of
military negotiations. Informants
said it had not been settled just
what countries would be Included,
and they emphasized that the con-

ference la still only a proposal sub-

ject to revision.

Indian Lumber

Pay Raised
SALEM ijl Oregon's Warm

Springs Indians will get an extra
K60.000 a year for their timber.
Interior Secretary Douglas McKay
ordered Thursday.

The order follows complaints by
the Indians that they were entitled
to more money for their reserva-
tion timber.

McKay said the Warm Springs
Lumber Co. will pay $20 a' thous-
and board feet, compared with $16
It now pays. The Philip Dahl Co.
will pay 318, Instead of the present
113.

The Indians' complaint to McKay
was made last March, and McKay
sent three of his assistants to Ore-

gon to hold a hearing.
The Increase Is necessary, Mc-

Kay said, because pine prices
huve increased considerably since
the last time the price for the In-
dians' timber was adjusted.

McKay warned, however,- that
tho Warm Springs increase isn't
a pattern In cases involving timber
sules on other reservations. Each
case will be decided on its merits,
ho added.

I saw Mr. Pigg
step out his door with a pistol in
his hand. Then I turned and took
off.

A short distance from the scene
ol the shooting. Mrs. Durham said
she saw a strange man and burled
her face In his coat.

"I heard three shots and I was
hvstorlcol." she explained.
