Aleriness of Lee Holliday, farm-
er and rancher on Keno Road, who
served his {irst shift with the Xlam-
ath Falls Ground Observer Corps
this morning, brought commenda-
tion from Brig. Gen, T, Alan Ben-
pett, commander of MeChord
Air Force Base.

Holliday went on volunteer duly
nt the GOC tower at 4 a.m. today.
Within the first hour hE spotted a
*four-motored plane flying very
high, heading north,' He made his
report to the Portland filter center
and estimated that the plane was
flying about 13,000 feet above sen
level, He based his estimate on his
persotinl experience as a civillan
