Hospital Need
Of Beds Told

NEW YORK Ml Mrs. Oveta
Culp Hobby, secretary of health,
education and welfare, said Wed-

nesday the naUon still has "a long
way to go" to till Its need for more
than S0O.0OO new hospital beds.

Now under construction, she
said, are 800 hospitals financed
partially aid. When fin-

ished, they will ease the shortage
of faculties somewhat by providing
101,000 beds.
Mrs. Hobby said the federal hos-

pital aid program rests heavily on
local citizens who must decide
what kind of hospital they need,
select the site and architect and
raise the bulk of the funds. For
every federal dollar spent toward
a new hospital, she added, local
communities contribute two.

Since 1947 more than 1.000 hos-

pital projects have been completed
by this means, she said in a
speech prepared for dedication
ceremonies for a new building at
the New York Infirmary. -

For the next three years the
administration has proposed that
60 million dollars be granted to
aid communities in building addi-

tional hospitn facilities, she added.
