The murder
occurred at Klamath Palls In 1933.

Jordan, whose sentenced finally
was communed to life, always has
claimed his Innocence.

He left Salem by bus Monday
morning for Oakland, Calif., to
visit his mother, father, brother,
and five sisters.

South Korea agreed to Country
wide elections but Insisted "that
Chinese troops In North Korea
must be withdrawn into China a
month before the voting. The
South Koreans previously bad
maintained elections should be
held only in Communist - ruled
North Korea.

In a formal statement, the South
Korean foreign minister said:

We have already learned with
bitter disappointment what a neu-
tral nations supervisory commis-
sion means to the Communist
mind," he said. "We cannot af-
ford to allow it again."

This was a reference to the neu-
tral commission supervising the
armistice in Korea. The West
charges the group has been un-
