Osteomyelitis Is an Infection In

volving the bones. Several kinds of
gorms can cause osteomyelitis, but
those known as "staphylococci" are
the most common agents.

Generally, these germs are be-
lieved to be curried lrom other
parts of the body originally; In
jury to tne Done sometimes ap
pears to weaken It. allowing osteo
myelitis to get started.

We know that osteomyelitis' has
plagued human beings since before
the days of recorded history. Al
though osteomyelitis Is still with us.
improved surgical methods and the
use of the antibiotics and sulfa
urugs nave proved or enormous
value In successful treatment.

At this point, It Is well to reply
to Mrs. P. and say that osteomye
litis is not contagious and that cold
weather has little or no effect on
tne course of the disease.

I'nui a lew hundred years ago
severe osteomyelitis in the bones
of tne limbs providing It was
In one limb, which was often the
case was usually treated by am
putation.

In those days, also, the disease
was surrounded by superstition,
and repulsive applications were
commonly used In the way of treat
ment. -

Maggots were commonly used In
the treatment of osteomyelitis In
the past because maggots eat onlv
aeaa liable and, therefore, were
used to clean up the dead bone.

No one Is attracted bv the Idea
ol maggots eating on their flesh,
even when the flesh Is dead, but
even today this treatment is oc
casionally employed.

The many surgical treatments
used over the years all were aimed
at destroying or removing the dead
bone and pus and allowing newly-forme-d

pus to drain to the surface.
Ingenious instruments for boring
Into the bone and scraping- - out all
of the Infected matter have been
devised.

By using the new antibiotics It
has become possible to save many
people with osteomyelitis from
months or even years of hospitali
zation and repeated surgery.

Like so many other diseases.
early treatment Is of the utmost
importance, surgery Is still neces-
sary for some and the disease may
drag on with discouraging persis-tanc- e

or flare up without apparentreason.

"If one could have penetrated the
darkness, he could have seen 15 or
20 men. less than a mile from the

four or five other lodges on the
north bank of Lost River, straightacross from Jack's lodge. This
body of men are the settlers. These
men were very anxious to secure
a few Modoc scalps at the risk of
uierr own jives.

"The Indian dogs had been bark.
ing nearly all night. The old squawshad been very uneasy on account
of the barking of the dogs. One or
two of the old women did not go to
sleep all night. Just at daybreak,
one old woman went out and start
ed up the river. She was on the
south side. She had not cone but a
.short distance when she discovered
tne soldiers advancing. She turned,
got back in the village and gave
the alarm. Every Indian was up
and dressing In no time to speak
of. One of the braves Jumped into
a canoe and paddled across the riv-
er and told the Indians on the north
side that the soldiers were rightat their village. One of the Indians
on the north side of the river went
cut to see about his pony. He run
onto the settlers. The men told the
Indian they had come to watch the
battle. If any should take place.
The Indian let on as If be be-
lieved what they were telling him.
At the same time he told the
writer, afterwards at Yalnax, he
was expecting every moment to be
struck down. The Indian's name
was Little Tall."

. Thousands With Insomnia
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WASHINGTON ust as the
old question ot who threw the over
alls in Mrs Murphy's chowder has
never been answered. Sen. McCar
thy may never make up his mind
on who "Instigated' Army olfl
cials' charges against him.

Like a man hit when he wasn't
watching, McCarthy has been look-

ing around for suspects ever since
pointing to one Individual alter an
other as the cause ot his troubles.
Sometimes be found them in pairs.

He began by emphatically accus
ing two officials of the Eisenhower
administration. As the testimony
unfolded, he accused more of them
and has wound up putting th;
blame on a pair of Democrats, just
as emphatically.

The calendar tells the story:
March 11. An Army report accus

ed McCarthy and his aides of try
ing to pressure it Into giving pre!- -

erentlal treatment to Pvt. G. David
Schine. a consultant to McCarthy's
staff before he was drafted.

March 12. McCarthy accused Sec
retary of the Army Stevens and
Army counselor John G. Adams of
blackmail. He said they were try-
ing to pressure him into abandon
ing his search for Communists in
the Army.

Both denied his accusations and
later, at the public hearings, took
full responsibility for issuing the
charges.

April 20. McCarthy accused H.
Struve Hensel, assistant secretary
of defense, of masterminding the
charges against him. He said Hen-
sel wanted to discredit McCarthy's
subcommittee and head off a probe
of Hensel's own "misconduct and
"possible law violations." Hensel
called these accusations barefaced

Mies. (On May 26 the Republicans
on tne suDcommittee threw out the
charges against Hensel and Army
charges against Francis P. Carr,
McCarthy aide.)

May 12. Adams testified at the
hearings that on Jan. 21 he had
met at the Justice Department with
Sherman Adams, President Eisen-
hower's first assistant. Atty. Gen.
Brownell; Dep. Atty. Gen. William
P. Rogers; Henry Cabot Lodge Jr.,

HUGH
A correspondent who owns an

astronomical telescope asked re.
cently, "Is the planet Neptune vis
ible In my Instrument? If so,
where can I find it?"

Neptune would have to be about
six times Its present brightness
to be visible to the best of un
aided eyes on a clear, moonless
night far from city lights. But
small telescopes easily reveal It if
the telescope Is pointed in the prop-
er direction. Even then, the observ
er cannot usually tell it from 8th
magnitude stars merely from only
one observation. But if a chart is
made of the stars In the field of
view and this location is observed
for a few nights In succession, one
of the objects will be found to have
moved a little among the stars.
This then is the planet.

If the telescope Is equipped with
angle measuring circles, a setting
during the next few days on the
following location will nit Neptune:
right ascension, 13 hr. 29 mln.;
declination, minus 7 5 degrees.

Without circles, the ingenious ob
server can likely spot this distant
planet from the following direc
tions: locate the bright star 8pt:a
in the constellation Virgo and the
yellow planet Saturn somewhat
east of Bplca. Draw an Imaginary
line between Saturn and Splca.
This is about 12 degrees long. At
a point 9 degrees from Saturn
along this line and at right angles
to it, draw a line upward for slight-
ly over 2 degrees. Neptune is
there.

Neptune Is one of the larger plan-
ets with a diameter about four
times that of the earth. One trip
around the sun requires 165 years.
Its discovery was a triumph for
mathematical astonomy. Aft e r
Uranus was found in 1781, Its mo-

tion varied slightly from that cal-

culated for It. Some suspected a
more distant unknown body was
causing the disturbance.
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In Jeff Riddle's narrative of the
Modoc War we discover the fact
that the Indians under Captain
Jack were well aware of the order
of the Indian Department issued in
Washington to move him by force
It necessary. From Riddle's
count It would appear that Jack's
friends In Yreka had this informa-
tion in about the same period of
time it required for the order to be
sent to Superintendent Odeneal at
the Klamath Agency. It is Riddle's
claim that his mother Tobey Riddle
carried this message to Jack from
Yreka and the admonition not to
resist the troopers who would prob
ably be there the following day.

It is Riddle's contention that as
Boon as Tobey left Captain Jack's
camp, a group of Indians, whom he
Dames, got on their ponies and
went to see the settlers along the
north snore and warned the set
tlers that the Indians ' were going
to fight" If the soldiers did not
treat them right. Riddle writes
that these Indians told the settlers:
"We came here to see you men
All we ask of you men is to stay
at your homes. Take no band
against us. We promise that not
one of you will be hurt. Just stay
In your homes. Let the soldiers lick
us."

Riddle continues: "The settlers
ell promised to stay in their homes.
The Indians went back to tneir vu-

lage, well satisfied with their mis
sion.

"After n a company of
soldiers, cavalrymen, commanded
by Captain Jackson was dismount
ing near a ford on Lost River, four
miles from the Indian village up
the river. The ford is now called
Stukel Ford. The commander told
his brave soldiers: 'We will wait
here till the morning hour: then
v.e will go down and pay the reds
a visit.' Eight or nine miles south-
east of the company of soldiers,
15 or 20 settlers had collected to-

gether in one of the settler's homes,
and were talking about the war.
They were preparing for war

gainst the Modocs.
"These men are the same men

that had promised Bear-fac- e Char-
ley and his men that same eve-

ning, that in case the Modocs got
into a fight with .the troops, they
would stay home and do as the
Indians had requested them to do.

"Captain Jack and John Schon-chi- n

stayed up till a late hour that
flight, trying to reach some con
clusion for the following day. They
decided ono and all to not offer
battle, unless the soldiers forced
them to fight. All of the Indians
went to their lodges and were soon
sleeping, not thinking In the least
that they would be routed by day-
light. There was not one of them
but what thought the soldiers would
coma to their village In day time.
They soon found out that was not
the case.
