Iake basin have been very encours
aging, according to Ken Bagholt,
Tulelake farm adviser, The work
conducted haa demonstrated that
severe alkall solls can be reclaimed
or improved by the use of soll cor-
reclives, irrvigation, and proper
drainage. This program, coupled

with growisg the most alkall-toler- |

ant erops, has proven most helpful,
The extent of such solls in the
Tulelake area is indicated by a re-

cent survey conducted by the Umi- |

versity of Callfornia Extension Ser-
vice, This survey showed that some
2,400 acres of irrigated lund in the
Tulelake busin was alfected by a
severe alkall condition, The survey
also disclosed that an additionnl
2,600 acres of irrigated land was al-
fected to a somewhat lesser degree
by an alkall and high salt condi-
tion.

An examination of theze areas by
extension soils specialists and the
{arm advisor showed that all solls
contalned some accumulation of
salt, which was no doubt caused by
poor draitage, together with a high
percentage of sodium saturation in
the clay. This was particularly true
where ''slick spots” existed, Al
