Hanoi hliu.es on whether current
peace negotiations succeed or fall.

A spokesmen lor Gen. Paul Ely
said France's Indochina comman-
der Is holding off on any evacua-
tion move until he learns whether
an armistice is to be signed.

Ely predicted yesterday that a
peace-or-w- decision would be
reached by July 20 the date
French Premier Pierre Mendes-Franc- e

set as his deadline to
achieve a truce or realm.

The spokesman denied that Ely
had given orders before his de-

parture from Hanoi that families
of Frenclunen living In the north
be evacuated to a safer place.

Ely's Information chief said ru-

mors he ordered the withdrawal
of Hanoi's civilian population ap-

parently were based on a brief
conversation he had at the air-

port with a group of Hanoi busi-

nessmen. Tlie spokesman gave
this account of the conversation:

The businessmen asked Ely what
should be done about their fam-
ilies. The general replied that un-

til some decision was reached on
the armistice he planned no evac-
uation. But, he added. If they felt
worried, there waa nothing to pre-
vent them from moving their fam-
ilies elsewhere on their own Initia-

tive.
In the event that peace efforts

failed, the spokesman said. It
would seem more prudent to move
out women and children.

The situation In Hanoi has be-

come Increasingly serious the past
week because of the mounting
stream of refugees pouring In from
the Red River Delta In the wake
of the French withdrawal from the
delta's southern sector. It Is esti
mated that between 75,000 and 100,-

000 refugees have swelled Hanoi's
normal population of 300.000.

The New York Herald-Tribun- e

said lh a dispatch from Paris the
United States has Informed France
it is no longer Interested In operat-
ing a training program for Veh
namese troops.

The dispatch said the switch in
American policy had greatly dis-

couraged French officials.

WASHINGTON "l The long,
politics-threade- d fight over wheth-
er private or federal enterprise
should develop the Bnalu. River
and lis awesome Hells Canyon
stood at an Important roadmark
Saturday but substantial litigation
undoubtedly lay ahead.

Behind the rivals the Idaho
Power Co., a private utility, and
groups favoring public power was
a bearing be-

fore the Federal Power Commis-
sion. The hearing ended Friday
after an unusual three-hou- r over-
time session.

Idaho Power is fighting for li-

censes to build three low dams In
the Idaho-Orego-n sector of the
Snake, including one In Hells Can-

yon, the deepest river gorge on
the continent.

Hells Canyon, however, earlier
had been slaked off for a gigantic
federal structure some engineers
consider a key structure in Colum-
bia River Basin plans. So when
Idaho Power announced plans for
the canyon one of the nation's big-
gest private vs. public power fightswas ignited.

Former President Truman and
his secretaries of th interior, Ju
lius Krus; and Oscar Chapman,
fought ll against Idaho
Power, filing: a case of Interven
tion against the firm Before the
FPC. And they pressed hard to
gef the federal Hells Canyon Dam
on its way, .

When the Republicans came Into
power Douglas McKay became
secretary of the Interior. On May
i. 1953, be called a news confer-
ence and said he was withdrawing
the Democratic-file-d intervention
against Idaho Power.

The private utility's three-da-

proposal was "reasonably compar-
able as to results" as compared
with the federal project, he de-
clared.

Counterfeit

Charge Filed
SEATTLE I A middle-age- d

printing shop owner, father of five
children and long a respected
member of his trade, was under
arrest Satuday on a charge of
making hundreds of bogus $10
bills.

Secret Service agents and Se-

attle police arrested Marglon G.
Thompson. 53, Friday at his down-

town printing shop after a rash of
fresh counterfeit bills led them to
him.

Thompson was arraigned before
U.S. Commissioner John A. Burns,
bound over to n federal grand
Jury nnd released on $1,500 bond

William B. Cllne, special egent
In charge of the 8ecret Service
office here, snld Thompson admit-
ted In a signed statement he made
the engravings from which at
least 1.300 phony $10 bills were
manufactured, printed the bills on
bond paper from his own stock
and with his own Ink.
ON TP.AIL

Cllne said the agents got on
Thompson's trail after the arrest
of Fred William Jones, 64, who
was caught trying to pass one of
the bills. Jones had another 99 of
the bogus bills In his pockets.

A third man, who got Into the
case nppnrently by nccident, nlso
was nabbed earlier this week try-lu- g

to pnss one of the counter-fel- t

notes. He wns Fred John Zeig-le-

68, in whose room 140 of them
were found.

Cllne snld Thompson relnted In
his confession that he met Jones
several months ago and agreed to
go In with him In a counterfeit-ln- e

venture.
The first 1,000 bills were not

good enough, so Ihey were burned
at a Seattle city dump. Another
300 were printed. These were the
ones which had been appearing
here sporadically In recent weeks.

Thompson confirmed Zelgler's
story he found a big batch of the
bills in a garbage can. The print-
er said that after Jones' arrest,
he put all that bogus bills he bad
left m aa envelope and dropped
them in a trash can near his shop.

Thompson had owned and op-
erated his printing establishment
here since 1933.

MONTREAL of Ca-

nadian and U.S. scientists are go-

ing Into voluntary Isolation In Ca-
nada's arctic regions nnd Alnskn
ngaln this summer, seeklnr: to
lenrn more about the mysterious
living habits of plants and animals
In northern waters.

More than 30 research scientists
will take part in the campaign
the ninth of its kind organised by
the Arctic Institute of North Am-

tions, the scientists will make "a
concerted attack on problems of
northern hydroblology," officials
said today.

During the winter he will
move to the northern tip of Baffin
Island to continue his Investigation.

urday to fix tentative regulations
for the ISM hunting season.

Commissioners Friday heard
sportsmen and commission slaff
members present their views. It
was Iho first of two public bearings
on the regulations. The second will
be held July 33 and final regula-
tions will be set after that.

John McKean, the game divi
sion's chief of operations, outlined
ataff recomntrndaUons. If adopted,
there will be no major changes In
the deer, antelope and elk seasons.

The buck deer season will be
Oct. with hunter's choice sea-
sons similar to those of 1953. These
would run from Oct. one day
lesi) than last year.

For antelope, area 1. closed last
year, would be opened to shooting,
slong with areas 3 and 3, Aug.

The elk season would be the

same as last year In Eastern Ore
gon. Clatsop County would De in
a different class than the rest of
Western Oregon.

Bsker and Cow Creek areas
lo archers.

VIENNA, Austria in Disaster
team:;, nckd by hundreds of Amer-

ican soldiers. Intensified ellorus to-

day to rescue hundreds of families
marooned by floods raging across
Austria and southern Germany.

At least 13 persons worn known
to have perished in Ihe rampaging:
waters and scores of others were
missing. In the past two days more
than 20.000 persons have been
evacuated from farms and villages
Inundated by the rain swollen Dan-
ube nnd Its tributaries.

Two big cities Psssau nnd Llni
were partly under water ns a re-

sult of tlie worst flood to sweep the
rich Danube and Inn River valleys
In 60 years.

At Pnssnu, the flood waters have
reached tlie city center, A woinon's
hospital Is under water In Lint.

Many families spent the night
shivering on the roofs of their
homes. In both Austria and Ger-

many all available bonis were mo-
bilised by police, firemen, Red
Cross workers nnd Amor loan
troops. The U. 8. Army expected
to send In more liellcopters during
the day. '

The floods wcro brought on by
more than 70 hours rain nnd henvv
snow'falls In the Alps. The Danube
and Inn rivers wore still rising.

in Vlcnnn, police and fire bri
gades wore alerted as the Danube
came within Inches of flooding two
miles of commercial docks.

Throughout Austria, thousands of
