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French Hit

Vietminh

Guerrillas
HANOI, Indochina Wl Some

5,000 French Union troops, spear
headed by tanks, pushed mop-u- p

operations Monday against a viet-
minh guerrilla base only 18 miles
northwest of Hanoi.' The French
reported 28 rebels killed and 13

captured in the push, which met
only slight opposition,

A spokesman said 215 rebels
were killed early Sunday when a
rebel battalion charged into
French tanks, machineguns and
rifle fire north of Hung Yen.

Sunday's action came when a
rebel battalion operating inside
the dwindling Red River delta de-

fenses around Hung Yen launched
an attack on a small village.

French gunners who had been
expecting the attack opened fire
when the rebels were less than
10 yards away forcing the enemy
to flee.

French losses at Hung Yen were
described as "very light."
Night flying B26 bombers ranged

the northern and southwestern
borders of the Red River delta
Sunday night, pounding Vietminh
bases and ammunition dumps.

Here in Hanoi, between 2,000
and 3,000 Vietnamese gathered in
front of the opera house Monday
for a brief demonstration against
any partition of their country by
the Geneva conference.

After cheering several short
speeches, a delegation handed
U.S. Consul Turner Cameron a
petition addressed to President
Elsenhower, because "we just
wanted the President and people
of America to know our position."

It was the mildest of several
rallies held in Hanoi

and Saigon in recent weeks.

Tactical Air

Strength Told
WASHINGTON W Gen. Otto P.

Weyland said Monday the time is
fast approaching when the Tactical
Air Command which he heads can
use atomic weapons "in large
numbers" if their employment is
authorized.

"Every offensive type of aircraft
that we have In the tactical air
business is or will be equipped to
deliver such weapons . . . every
fighter-bomb- and every light
bomber," he said in a copyrighted
interview with the magazine U. S.
News and World Report.

"We are fast approaching the
time when atomic weapons, if
called upon, can be used in large
numbers.

Weyland said the Air Force is
supplementing its tactical strength
with a FlOO Jet fighter, which he
described as having "greater fire-
power, more range and vastly
more speed than the F86 . . . which
we used and did such a swell job
in Korea."

Asked whether the FlOO could
carry the atomic bomb, Weyland
replied: "We're going to use it

predominantly for combat in the
air, but It will also be a fighter,
bomber capable of carrying any
weapon.

Predicts
Wheat Price

WASHINGTON Wi Secretary
of Agriculture Benson indicated
Monday that even under present
law he does not expect price sup
ports on the 1955 wheat crop to
drop below 80 per cent.

Benson told a news conference
that he regards 80 per cent price
supports for wheat "as a pretty
good judgment:" That level would
drop the support price from the
present $2.24 to $1.99 a bushel.

Wheat and other basic crops are
now supported at 90 per cent of
parity, but unless Congress
changes the law as it is in the
process of doing Benson could fix
next year's level anywhere be
tween 75 and 90 per cent of parity.

Parity is a price determined by
farm law to be fair to farmers in
relation to the cost of things they
must buy.

Benson predicted that wheat
growers in a referendum Friday
will approve stringent marketing
quotns for next year in order to
qualify for price supports. They
will not know, however, exactly
what (lie supports will be because
Congress still Is considering farm
legislation.

Tlie administration is asking for
flexible price supports for basic
crops ranging from 90 to 75 per
cent of parity. The House has
voted for supports between 82
ana 9b per cent of parity. The
Tlie Senate Agriculture Committee
favors a one year extension of
per cent supports, hut the Senate
still must act.

Benson predicted that the Senate
will not .'ote to increase the pres
ent 75 per cent price supports for
dairy products. IU agriculture
committee has recommended
boost to 85 per cent, and the
House hos approved an 80 per cent
support level.

Benson said he felt an increase
In dairy supports mould be a seri-
ous mistake snd would result in
the government having to buy
much more butter.

Benson said his department has
not yet decided whether it will be
necessary to start n new govern-
ment livestock purchase program
as a result of widespread drought.
He said a decision on this will be
made soon.

RICHWOOD, W.Va. (A A flash
flood smashed the central West

Virginia town of Rlchwood Mon-

day taking at least one life and
ruining perhaps one million do-
llars worth of property.

Torrents of water estimated at
10 and 12 feet in depth swept
through the town of 6,300 popula
tion.

Calls went out to the Red Cross.
National Guard and Air National
Guard for emergency relief.

A state police radio message
was overheard in Charleston about
8 a.m. telling of the recovery of
one body and adding others might
be dead.

James E. Reed of the National
Guard at Rlchwood said the
storm broke about midnight with
torrents of rain gushing from
thunderous, lightnlng-- c r e a s e d
skies .

Reed said caskets could be seen
flatlng incongruously down the
streets of the town on the crest of
the flood. They came from the
funeral home across the street
from the National Guard armory.

Water at the armory was up to
the doors of boxcars standing on a
sidetrack near the building. Reed
said many citizens of the town
were marooned on rooitops.

The flood waters were from the
two branches of the Cherry River.
Residents said the disaster was
the worst the town has ever seen,

Knowland said
after a meeting of OOP congres
sional leaders at the White House

ate swung into Its fifth day ot de-

bate.
CIO President Walter Reuther

meantime urged the Senate to de-

feat the measure, saying in a
statement that its passage could
cause the U.S. public "an incal-
culable loss."

He referred principally to the
bill's provisions for licensing priv-
ate firms to develop atomic power
plants, but he said the bill's pro-
visions would make the sharing of

atomic information with allies
"more difficult If not Impossible."
He did not explain his reasoning.

As the debate moved into its
second week, Knowland predicted
an administration victory, and said
there would be no compromise.

Alaska Phone
Cable Planned

NEW YORK tm The American
Telephone & Telegraph Co. an-

nounced Monday it planned to con-

struct an underwater telephone
cable system linking all 48 states
with Alaska.

The proposed system will stretch
800 nautical miles between Port
Angeles. Wash., and Ketchikan,
Alaska. American. Telephone saidj
the project should be completed by
1959. It will provide, for both pub-
lic and defense purposes, "a speed-
ier means of telephone communi
cations between Alaska and the
United States proper," the com-

pany's statement said.
Telephone servlc between

Alaska and the U.S. mainland is
now provided over 13 radio and
land line circuits which the com-

pany's said were inadequate to
handle equipment and estimated
future business.

The company said it had filed
an application with the federal
communications commission in
Washington covering the plans.

The project will provide 36 cir-

cuits and will be constructed at
an estimated cost of 14 million
dollars, said AT&T'S long lines de-

partment.
The new cable to Alaska will

use underwater amplifiers or re-

peaters spaced about 40 miles
apart.

The new project also calls for
a radio relay route to carry the
circuits, from Port Angeles to
Seattle, Wash., on microwave
radio beams relayed between tow-
ers. At Seattle, the circuits will
be connected with the regular
United States network of long
distance facilities.
