Jimmy Anderson, 31, who Sher
iff Britton said was Just 11 days
qut of the state prison at Salem
where he served 13 years for man-
slaughter, is reported to have told
Torres to "speak English or shut
up."

"SI, senor," the Mexican replied
as he started backing toward the
iront door.

Then, according to R. F. (Pop)
England, one of the owners, things
happened fast.

"After the Mexican got to the
door," England said, "he drew a
gun in less than a split second. I
ducked under the bar."

Torres fired five shots and then
the gun jammed. Anderson then
entered the fray with a knife, ac
cording to 'his story to Sheriff
Britton and District Attorney Al-

derson.
THROAT SLASHED

Anderson grappled with Torres.
The Mexican's throat was slashed.
He then dropped a au-
tomatic pistol and staggered
across the street. He went behind
Jack's place, climbed over a pick-
et fence and collapsed.

At this Juncture Deputy Sheriff
jjaie smith reached the Halfway
nouse. He iouowed a trail of blood
to where Torres was- - lying uncon-
scious in an alley.

GOP Move To

Limit AEC

Talk Halted
WASHINGTON WI The Senate

balked Monday at an attempt by
the Senate GOP leadership to put
a blanket limit on debate on the
atomic energy bill, but showed b

willingness to limit talk on individ-
ual amendments.

A motion to impose cloture, and
thereby limit all future debate to
one hour for each senator was
whipped by a 44 to 42 roll call
vote. Adoption would have re
quired 64 affirmative votes.

Then on the first amendment to
come up, the Senate agreed
unanimously to halt debate after
two hours discussion an hour for
each side.

The amendment by Sen. Leh
man related to the
international cooperation p r o v -
sions or tne bill. Lehman proposed
to delete a provision he says ties
president Eisenhowers hands.

Meanwhile the House pushed on
to passage of its own version of
the atomic energy law revision,
much in line with administration
proposals. The roll call vote for
final passage was A mo-
tion to send the bill back to House
committee was turned down

Voting for the bill were 195 Re
publicans and 35 Democrats
Against it were 7 Republicans, 146
Democrats and 1 independent.

Sen. Knowland the
GOP leader, tried at first to get a
debate limit of 30 minutes, but
finally proposed the two hour lim
it.

That was after Sen. Morse (Ind.
Ore), a red rose in his lapel,
agreed to go along. Morse said,
though, with reference to an an
nouncement by Knowland on the
Senate floor that U.S. planes had
shot down two Communist aircraft
in the Pacific, that:

"I am not greatly- - motivated to
enter into any blanket agreement
by any argument that we ought
to proceed with great haste to
consider this bill because the inter-
national situation has worsened."

Rather, he said, the sublect mat
ter of the bill, which contemplates
some sharing of secrets of use of
atomic weapons, "should cause us
to go slower than before."

I think,'' the Oregon senator
said, "we ought to take a long
look at this bill before considering
any let down of our security in
the atomic energy field."

The cloture motion by Knowland
appeared likely to be only the first
of a series of moves to cut short
the talk.

In advance of the vote. Know-
land told the Senate he had "no
Illusions" about a chance to win,
ana warned of "even more
drastic" steps possible if he
poesn't.

"If there was ever a time when
cloture was in order," he said,
"in my Judgment this is the time."

He gave no hint as to what these
"drastic" steps might be.

Before the Senate met, Know--
land had conferred at the White
House with President Elsenhower
and told reporters afterward that
"there will be no surrender" in
the efforts to pass the administra-
tion bill.

The Pentagon then gave some
details of the affair and disclosed,
in the words of Atlm. Felix Stump,
that U.S. fliers are under Instruc-
tions to be "quick on the trigger"
if a hostile pass Is made at them.

Secretary of Defense Wilson said
in a statement that the clash in
volved propellor-drlve- n planes on
both sides and took place more
than 12 miles from the coast of
Red-hel- d Hainan Island at 7:05
p.m. (PST) Sunday.

That would be Monday morning,
and daylight hours, off Hainan.
U. S. AIRCRAFT

Wilson's statement identified
American aircraft as Douglas
"Sky Raiders" which were corw
tlnuing the search for survivors
from the British airliner shot down
by Red fighters Friday,

The Communist planes which
Jumped them were said to have
been LA7 aircraft, the fastest
propellor-drlve- n fighters known to
be in the Chinese Red air force.
Neither the available Navy reports
nor the Defense Department state-
ment mentioned any Communist
Jet aircraft in the area.

The statement said a Commit
nist gunboat opened fire on tha
American planes but the pilots did
not fire on it,

A Navy spokesman said thai tha
Sky Raiders, which are multi
purpose aircraft, bagged their
Communist assailants before Jet
fighters from the carriers could
get into the action.

Jet planes were flying protective)
cover for the search aircraft, act
ing upon instructions given Satur-
day by Secretary Wilson when he
ordered the Navy to undertake the
search and rescue operations.

Adm. Stump, commander-in-chie- f
of the Paclflo fleet, discussed

the Incident at a news conference
and told of the orders for Amer-
ican pilots to be quick to shoot
back if attacked,

Stump said the policy Is this:
"If any U.S. plane Is attacked

or approached with obvious hostile
intent, it will fire back. In other
words, you don't have to wait
and get your head blown oft to
shoot back."

In Congress, there were prompt
expression of support for the so
tlon of the U.S. airmen.

House Speaker Martin
said: "If the Chinese Reds attack
rescue ships on the high seas.
there was no other alternative for
the U.S. planes but to shoot back.
We must let them know that we
are ready to protect all of our
rights."

Unofficial, nearly complete re
turns from Saturday's first Demo
cratic primary gave Shivers a
lead of 18.464 votes over Yarbor
ough, an increase of more than
1,000 since the last report Sunday
night. This still fell far short of
enough for Shivers to win

without a runoff primary Aug.
28.

By the unofficial count. Shivers
still would need to increase his
lead by some 16,000 to 17,000 to
win a majority.

A union spokesman said last
week that as many as 15 more
eastern Washington and northern
Idaho plants might be struck this
week.

The Timber Products Manufac
turers' Assn., which represents In
land Empire operators, said only
the three plants were struck Mon-

day but "there may be more be-

fore the day Is out."
The association said "things are

quiet In Idaho, central Washington
and western Montana."

The Lincoln mill annually pro
duces about 50 million board feet
of lumber. The strike left 17 super-
visors and office workers on the
job.
