Over Korea

Unification
VADHINOTON W) President

Syngman Rhee of South Korea
said after a conference with Pres-
ident Eisenhower Tuesday that he
sees ''no possibility of unifying
Korea by a peaceful means."

Rhee made the statement to
newsmen after the opening ses
sion of talks with Elsenhower and
other American officials on mil
itary and economic problems con

fronting partitioned Korea.
A reporter asked Knee wnetner

he and Eisenhower discussed the
possibility of resuming the war in
Korea. Without saying whether
that subject was taken up, the
South Korean leader replied:

"We see no possibility of uni
fying Korea by peaceful means,"
he said. ' I think you all agree on
that."

Rhee mentioned the recent Ge
neva conference on the far East
and the conference at Panmunjom
which led to the Korean armistice,
and asked:

"What have they accomplished?
The only thing accomplished is to
see the Communist cause grow
stronger."

Asked whether Eisenhower
agreed with him that there can
be no peaceful unification of Ko
rea, Rhee smiled and said:

"I don't think I can answer
that."

Rhee described his talk with
Elsenhower as "very interesting."

He referred to it as "something
like a family discussion," and add
ed that neither he nor Eisenhower
was trying "to fight for his own
cause."

Foreign Aid

Vote Planned
WASHINGTON tfl Dramatic

Far Eastern developments were
counted on bj administration lead-
ers Tuesday to help fend off new
attempts in the House to cut an-

other half billion dollars from the
foreign aid program.

Already slashed 13 per cent, or
$812,213,554, by the Appropriations
Committee, the bill comes before
the House for debate and probable
passage late Tuesday.

Since it was cleared by the Ap--i

proprlations Committee Saturday,
American planes shot down two
Communist China planes that inter-
fered with a sea search for sur-

vivors of a British commercial
plane downed by Communist
planes by mistake, China said.

"That undoubtedly will have a
strong psychological effect," com-

mented Rep.:Vorys who
was floor manager for the recent-
ly passed bill authorizing continu-
ance of the foreign aid program.
That bill has not yet cleared the
Senate. The bill pending in the
House would provide the actual
money for the fiscal year which
started July 1.

Several Democrats agreed with
Vorys that the House might take a
more cautious attitude toward new
cuts as a result of the latest Inci-
dent.

Close votes saved the bill from
more severe cuts in the appropri-
ations committee, with Democrats
almost solidly resisting further re-

ductions and Republicans generally
support them.

HONG KONO 1M Two airline
pilots reported their planes were
buzzed by Jet fighters off Red-hel- d

Hainan Tslnd todav one by U.S.

planes and the other by unidenti
fied jets.

Capt. Homib Misty, pilot of an
Air India plane which arrived here
from Bangkok, reported his craft
was buzzed by two United States
jets about 80 miles off Hainan at
3:30 p.m.

And Capt. Jack R. Brugger of

Paris, pilot of an Air France Con-

stellation, said four unidentified
Jets buzzed his transport about 100

miles off Hainan.
Brugger described the planes as

"the shape and color" of Commu
nist MIG jets.

The incidents occurred in the
general area where a British air-

liner was shot down by Chinese
Red fighters Friday with a possible
loss of 10 lives, including three
Americans.

Misty said he "saw two more
U.S., JeU about six miles away.1
He estimated his position as 100

miles north of Tourane on the In
dochina coast. Misty described the
planes as "of a black color."

The Air France transport; bound
from Saigon to Tokyo with 20 per
sons aboard, landed safely at Hong
Kong's Kaltak Airfield at 1:19 p.m.
, Brugger said the fighters were
green in color but that he could
see no markings. He said they
were "definitely not" United States
jets.

Brugger. said his plane was two
hours out of Saigon and flying at
17,000 feet when the four fighters
appeared behind him.

The t--r a n 8 p o r t continued to
Tokyo.

Later Capt. Max C. Weber of
Great Barrington, Mass.. pilot of a
Pan American World Airways
transport which arrived here from
Bangkok, reported he was "es-
corted" for a few minutes by four
U.S. Navy Jet fighters.

All she had
to do to straighten ANYTHING
out ANYWHERE was to send her
fleet on a cruise to the trouble
spot. But she got spread too thin
all over the world, and look at her
now.

Let's be very careful about get-

ting oursleves spread too thin in
too many places.

In closing this piece about
world affairs, I feel compelled to
add that I'm terribly sorry for
Sir Winston Churchill.

The bulk of bis life was lived
in that period which we might
call the Kipling period when
Britain was great and fearless
and ran the world with a firm
hand.

It must upset him frightfully to
have to take insults from the
red Chinks and all the other
stooges of Russian communism
and not be able to do anything
about it.

McCarthy told the rules sub
committee headed by Sen. Jenner

that he is proud of op
posing Republican senators raised
against former President Truman's
executive order in 1948 denying
congressional investigating groups
access to loyalty-securit- y informa-
tion from the executive agencies
without White House approval.

"And it is with dismay," he
said, "that I see so many of the
same men now disposed to con
cede to the executive the perma
nent right to withhold such vital
information from congressional
committees in fact, to interpret
any demurrer against what they
used to call the censorship code
as a frontal attack on the execu
tive branch of government."

said or done at a Justice Depart-
ment meeting last January con-

cerning McCarthy's Investigations
of the Army.

Plywood Mills

Resume York
- PORTLAND Wl The four big
M and M plywood plants in Oregon
and Northern California were back
in operation Tuesday free of pick-
ets under a state court injunction
The union's appeal to federal court
will be heard Monday.

Return of more than a thousand
workers to the M and M plants
was the chief development in the
Northwest lumber strike which
started June 21 in the demand of
both AFL Lumber and Sawmill
Workers and CIO Woodworkers for
a 12 hourly pay boost. Most
employers have offered only to re-
new existing contracts.

Eberly Thompson, executive vice
president of M and M, said It
would take only 24 hours for the
firm's plants to be at normal ca
pacity of between 4 Vi and 6 mil
lion square feet a week. That is
10 per cent of the Douglas fir ply-
wood industry's output. He said he
had no precise information on
price, but added the last sales he
had heard of were at $82 a thous-
and feet. Before the strike the
price was around $76. He said he
thought It would level off at around
t80 since a high of $90 early in the
strike brought too much resistance
to be maintained. Only worker- -
owned plants have
been operating.

The M and M plants are at
Portland, Lyons and Albany, Ore.,
and Eureka, Calif. They were not
struck, but closed July 8 when
AFL plywood workers refused to
cross a picket line set up by other
AFL members who had struck the
M and M door plant here.

WASHINGTON tfl The United
States has sent two strongly word-
ed protests to Communist China,
denouncing fighter plane attacks
on a British transport and Amer-
ican rescue planes.

The State Department,' in an-

nouncing this Tuesday, said the
British government has been asked
to pass on the twin protests as
an aftermath of the weekend plane
clashes in the South China Sea.

Press Officer Henry Suydam
told a news conference the U. S.
notes cover both the shooting down
of a British airliner some 30 miles
south of Hainan Friday and Red
fighter attacks Monday against-America-

carrier planes which
were searching for possible survi.
vors. Three Americans were killed
and three wounded when the Brit-
ish transport crashed in the sea.
NOTES DRAFTED .

Suydam declined to make nublia
the texts or to provide detailed
information about the notes which
were drafted and given to the
British late Monday through the
American embassy in London.

Diplomatic sources reported.
however, that the United States .'

denounced the "brutality" of the
Communist attacks.

The department's announcement
came about the same time that
the Peiplng radio reported the
Chinese Red regime had lodged a.

grave protest -
against the shoot

ing down or two communist planes
by U.S. Navy planes on Sundtv.
The department declined com
ment on the Chinese action.

In London, Foreign Secretary
Anthony Eden told Parliament that
Britain already has the American
note for relay to the Red Chinese.

struct our charge d'affaires in
Peiplng to convey a protest to the
Chinese government on behalf of
the United States government both
in respect of the six U.S. citnena
killed and wounded in the British
airliner and tho wanton interfer-
ence with search and rescue oper-
ations in the area of the incident."

Eden also revealed that about
an hour after the British airliner
was shot down on Friday the Red,
Chinese sent a message warning ,

Independent bakeries went along
with the raise in most cases,
their prices generally going up
from 26 to 27 cents for a stan
dard loaf. The standard commer-
cial loaf, a pound and a half, went
from 26 6o 28 cents with whole-

salers.
The move, statewide, follows by

a matter of weeks a similar boost
in California, although several
points in that state report bread
at a cent to a cent and a half
half higher than current prices in
Oregon.

The price of most standard pas-

tries in bakeries remains vthe
same.
