"We" you and I, Mr. Publisher have it within
our power to "throw out the rascals." We can clean
house any time we make up our minds to do so by
the simple expedient of the ballot box.
. But to do that we need guidance, we need leader-i- p

your leadership. And we need accurate infor-
mation on which to base our final decisions.

Don't Protect Me.
I am not afraid to fa'ce facts, and I expect you
