Prices On TV

Sets Boosted
NEW YORK Ifl Pour manu-

facturers have increased prices on
their television sets in a move ex-

pected to be followed by others.
Philco Corp. boosted prices ill)

to $20 on 15 of its models Mon-

day and Sylvanla Electric Prod-
ucts Inc. made similar increases
on five of its sets. A few days
earlier Allen B. Du Mont Labor-
atories had brought out a new
line priced $10 to $20 higher than
comparable models by the prev
ious line.

Emerson Radio Sc Phonograph
Corp. notified distributors that In-

creased prices on its sets would
become effective Oct. 15. The
amounts of the increases were not
specified.

There were no changes by Phil
co, Du Mont and Sylvania on their
lowest price "leader" sets.

Manufacturers have contended
for some time that their profit
margins had been pared too thin
In competition for lower prices,
and that price increases were in-

evitable. With set sales running
at high levels, one Industry offi-
cial said privately, this appeared
to be an appropriate time to make
the boost in prices.

"excess" rate. This was first
raised by an order of the Public
Utilities Commissioner, Charles H.
Hcltzcl, from 8 mills per K.W.H.
to one cent. Then, upon request
from Copco and a subsequent hear-
ing, this rate was again Increased
to 1.1 cents per K.W.H. all within
a two- - or three-morif- period last
fall.

The Utilities Commission, which
is charged with protection of the
public, ordered these two Increases
which amounts to 37 .per cent, on
simply one class of consumers
those who Use more than approxi-
mately $8.00 worth of current each
month.

The condition known as piles or

hemorrhoids has been discussed on
numerous occasions previously but
the problem is st','1 with us and
probably always will be. In any
event numerous readers of this
column keep asking questions on
the subject, principally about
cause and treatment.

It is not possible to give a very
good explanation of the cause of
plies. They consist of enlarged or
dilated veins known as hemor.
roldal veins lying around the exit
of the Intestinal tract. It would
seem that anything which in.
creases the pressure of the blood
passing through these veins would
be likely eventually to weaken the
walls of the veins so that they
remain permanently enlarged.

i.ertainiy there are reasons tn
believe that long continued strain
sucn as chronic constipation, child-
birth, a severe cough contribute
to the development of piles. It Is
also possible that the sitting for
hours at a time which so manv
occupations now demand has
something to do with the dcvelon.
mtiib ui nemorrnoids.

Once present what can one do.
and is there anything better than
surgery? It is true that some
times the veins become temporari
ly greatly enlarged and then may
return to normal or almost so. This
happens quite often at childbirth,
for example.

But if the piles are permanent
ana are causing Dieeaing, itching,

discomfort, all of which are
common, the best treatment is us--
u a 1 y surgery. This involves
cutting out or tying the enlarged
veins, or both. Injecting them with
an irritating fluid which causes
them to close up Is sometimes
used but this is not always possi.
ble.

When a person with hemor
rhoids understands what has hap
pened he will not be so likely to
expect some new and miraculous
form of treatment. But there Is
another thing too, which everyone
should realize.

There are a lot of these veins
and no person with piles has them
all enlarged. Consequently if the

The straws are in the wind to
Indicate that In the future, great
public works projects as are being
proposed by the Bureau of Rec-
lamation to Irrigate every acre of
the West and provide electricity to
every sheep herder's cabin Is go
ing to nave some rough and rocky
roads to travel before these bu-

reaucratic dreams come to flower.
Over the past two or three dec-
ades there has been a growing
opinion among many Western peo-
ple that It is the duty of the feder-
al government to set up their
Western communities In Uie power
and Irrigation business regardless
of w,iat the cost might be.

Opposition to this type of think-
ing appears to have started to
break out into the open during
the Truman administration and
finally llared openly over the Hells
Canyon proposal. Here In one pub-
lic squabble we conservationists
are quite thankful cannot be
placed upon our shoulders as no
notional conservation organization
has entered this controversy. Hells
Canyon Is at the moment purely a
battle between the American Ideol-
ogy of free enterprise as against
the Ideology politics has fostered
that in tlie hands of government
the people can get something for
nothing,

A decision upon Hells Canyon
may be months in the making and
a decision in lavor of the Bureau
of Reclamation could result in the
Snake River running through Hells
Canyon for years beforo its power
Is harnessed by the hand of men.
Approval for a government dam
does not guarantee immediate con-
struction for money must bo ap-
probated by congress and people
must be taxed. The big questionis will the people who will have
to foot the major tax burden bo
willing to continue to subsidize our
Western states with fantastic sums
ot construction money?

It could be that Eastern Stairs
are beginning to rebel against be-

ing taxed for the special benefit
of Uie West. The defeat of the
Colorado River Storage Projectwas a decided expression that
some people East of the Rockies
are becoming conscious of the tax
problem. The Colorado Prolcct
However was a stupendous dream
and one might argue that the pub-
lic Is not yet ready to take such a
deep plunge into remaking the
great Western country perhapsthh could be true.
