The stories of "The Mystery Peo
ple of Mount Shasta are many
and the variations so numerous
that one Is convinced their sources
are equally so. Cervc In his book
"Lemuria," has used numbers with
such careless abandon that a single
story root becomes multiplied
many times, nevertheless, the
story as he tells It Is essentially
correct as to its local circulation.
Cerve has done a tremendous
amount of research to gather this
material together. It would be im
possible to get all these stories to-

gether Just by making a casual
trip to our area and so due credit
must be given to tne fiosicrucian
organization In whose files tha ma-

jor portion of this story has been
preserved, in all probability a
good deal of If Is to be found In

personal letters. Many of the stor-

ies carry the flavor of the "horse
and buggy days" and on into the
"horseless carriage" era of our re-

gion. Now with a revival of the
legend we are Roing to have a

licity, or, "aerial submarines" of
the period before the turn of the
century.

Stories of the "Mystery People"
appear to have originated in most
every community about the foot of

The Doctor Says

A rather common change In ap-

pearance which should be consid-
ered a normal accompaniment of
elderly life is the subiect brought
up in today's first letter.

Q I have a white ring forming
around the pupil of mv eye which
Is getting larger. Do you know
what tills would be? Mrs. D.H.

A In all probability this is a
ling of slight degeneration seen In

aged persons and coming under
the name of arcus senilis. It ap-

parently does not have any defi-

nite significance so far as vision
or eye health Is concerned and one
should not worry about It.

Q Is there a way of prevent-
ing cold sores on the lips caused
by exposure to sun on the
beaches? H. W. F.

A Cold sores of this type
are presumably the result of virus
which remains present In the lips,
but which becomes active when
exposed to excessive sun. Most
people with this difficulty must re-

alise that they cannot take ss
much sun as others .without acti-

vating the cold sorea; It Is possible
that your physician or a skin spe-
cialist could give you a protective
ointment to put on the lips which
would somewhat lessen the danger
of developing bad sores.

Q Would It be possible for a
man to years old to survive an
operation for an enlarged prostate
gland? w. W.l

A Experience In recent years!
has Indtcated that oftentimes even
quite elderly men can withstand '

an appropriate operation on the
prostate without too great difficul-
ty.

Q I am 65 years old and wear
a truss lor an Inguinal hernia. I
have no pain or difficulty but won-- 1

der whether I should try surgery
or Injection treatment V. E. X
A It Is possible that a truss
is the best answer to your question
depending on the severity of the
hemla, your occupation and other
factors. It Is my belief that this
should be decided Individually hy
consultatlon with an experienced
aurgeon.

O Will you please give me
aome Ideas on a good everyday
menu for a salt-fre- e diet.

to them has resulted in their sud-

den disappearance, either, as some
have said, by their running into the
shadows of forests aloug the high-
ways, or as others have said, by
'Just disappearing in the twilight.'
Those who have conie to stores in
near-b- y cities, especially at Weed,
have spoken English in a perfect
manner with perhaps a tinge of the
British accent, and have been re-

luctant to answer any questions or
give any Information about them-
selves. The goods they have pur-
chased have always been paid for
in gold nuggets of far greater val-
ue than the article purchased, and
they have refused to accept any
change. Indicating that to them the
gold was of no value and that they
had no ne'ed for money of any
kind."

It Is unfortunate that we do not
get from Cerve the sequence of the
blossoming of our legend but Cerve
has not written his book as a schol-
ar but merely as a person who de-
sires to write something popular,
bringing together a vast amount of
legendary material of a group, or
a series of groups, of stories tied
Into one continuity. This phase of
his writing naturally exasperates
the historian since In historical re-

search the element of time is one
of the important tools of the trade.
The unfolding of a legend and its
growth down through the years is
one of the most fascinating factors
about research in the field of folk-
lore.

A considerable group of stories
have been told concerning the mys-
tic celebrations or ceremonies of
the "Mystery People." "Those who
have seen some of them at their
midnight ceremony around the
lire," writes Cerve, "claim that,
they have seen the silhouettes of
some four or five hundred figures,
and that this number represents
only a fraction of those grouped on
one side of the fire. The origin of
the fire or its nature is not known.
It does not appear to be the burn
ing of wood or brush or of even oil
or gasoline, for It Is a very white
light almost bordering upon a vio
let blueness In Its brilliancy. At
one part of the midnight ceremony,
beams of bright light are cast up-
ward into the trees, often blazing
In the sky and occasionally ting-

ing the edge of a cloud that may
be hanging low. These beams ol
light strike against the upper por-
tion of buildings and particularly

the domes that seem to be
plated with gold. Where the build
ings are illuminated and can be
observed at alt they appear to be
constructed of marble and onyx.
At. sunrise another similar cere
mony is conducted, attracting a
great deal of attention because of
the lights that appear in the dark,
est part of the forest."

Cerve makes the claim that s

key was once discovered which ap
parently explains these ceremonies
nnd cinches the Lemuiian origin of
the tradition. "The only key." he
writes, "to these ceremonies that
has ever been found Isi that which
was carved upon a stone and set
up near the outskirts of the forest
ns stelnl were erected in Egypt.
On one of these there were a num
ber of hieroglyphics and under-
neath were cut In a careful man-
ner the English words, 'Ceremony
of Adoration to Ouatamt.' The hie-

roglyphs Indicated that the cere
mony referred to was performed
at sunrise, sunset, and midnight,
and the word 'Cuatama' means
the continent of America. (In the
Lemurian language.)"

Moslem Notables
Attend Wedding

BEIRUT, Lebanon IIP The third
and final elaborate Moslem cere-
