United States in sufficient quantity
to meet domestic needs.

Shorn wool production In the
United States has been consider
ably below the goal set by the act
passed this summer. Production
has suffered a sharp decline ol
about 40 per cent in recent years
and is at the near record low
level of approximately 230 million
pounds.
