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Rainmaking Study
Planned At Yreka

YHEKA The Siskiyou County
board cf supervisors is discussing
the possibilities of a, weather mod-
ification project to Increase rain
and snowfall in the county,

Park R. Shelley of Yreka, who
has been actively supporting such
a project in the county, named
three districts in the state of
Washington that are benefiting
from a weather modification pro
gram.

He said one such district, the
Horse Heaven Water Development
Association has had such a plan
lor ine past live years, and has
raised Its rainfall from six to 14

Inches per year. He added that
wheat crops have materially Im-
proved.

Other Washington organizations
using the weather modification
system are the Big Bend Water
Development Association In cen-
tral Washington and the Blue
Mountain Research Association.

Weather Is modified, Shellev
stated, by evaporating sliver
Iodide from electric heating units.
The vapor causes precipitation, he
said.

Planes are sometimes used, he
said, but this ts discouraged be-

cause of the quick reaction of sil-

ver iodide, which sometimes Ices
up the aircraft.

Shelley said that the modifica-
tion should be carried out from
October to May to build up the
snowpack. He said that coat of the
project for Shasta Valley would
be approximately 123,000 a year.
or 16 cents an acre for alfalfa and
10 cents an acre for other crops.

He suggested that a public meet-
ing be held to hear a weather
modification expert, and recom
mended that representatives of
ihe county Inspect the Washington
sites.
