Gbunlr Auditor Ernest T, John-
son told the Board of Supervisors
At its Tuesday meeling that the|
cotinty's general rederve fund does
not contain enough monoy to pay
county oxpenses during the period
belween now and December 31,
The general reserve fund is set
up as & deposilory for money for
this purpose.

The supervisors autharized John-
son and S-upervi-mr Clint Jackaon
(Edgewood) 10 meet with bankers
in the county to negotlate far the
loan and to obtaln informal quots
tions of the interest rate fo be
charged
Johnson sald that there are two
reasons why tha general reserve
fund s Inadequate. He sald that
1ast year the nupervisors IFans.
ferred $150,000 from the fund to
the genoral fund, and thol an $83.-
000 deficit appeared in the county
wellare budget due to o bookkeep-
ing error.

In explaining why the $150,000
tranafer had beenn made, Johnaon
safd that the supervisora at that
time had felt that the reserve fund
would be ndequate without the
money, He sald that on July 1L
1904, the fund had $512,000. The
transfer wos made in July, and
resulled in the lowerlng of the
genernl tax Tate.

The welfare defielt resulled be.
cause the previous auditor had in-
cluded sinte and federal emergency
aid money designated for July, 1064
into the 1854419556 surplus, Johnson
sald. This money was recelved in
June of 1084,

Johnson snid there 1z now $89..
noo in the reserve fund, to which
the $300,000 would be ndded.

He spid the county spends about
#700,000 & month, but much of this
