nated In 1952 that he is available
again.

Stevenson's New York appear-
ance took on added significance
when it was learned that he. Har-
riman and Truman had been se-
lected personally as speakers by
Carmine DeSapio, Democratic na-
tional committeeman and Tam-
many leader.

DeSapio has given all the signs
that he Is running Harriman for
president. Harriman has said he
is for Stevenson but few party as-
