Robert Butler
Dies In New York

NEW YORK Uf Robert Butler.
business executive and first United
States ambassador to Australia,
died today in New York Hospital
after a brief Illness. He was 58.

Butler, who had suifered from
a heart condition, became ill sud-

denly after his return here Tues
day aboard the liner United States
after a three-wee- k vacation trip
to Europe.

For many years he had been
active in the construction and ship-
building business in Minnesota. His
home was on Stonehome Penin-
sula, White Bear Lake, Minn.

Butler, born in St. Louis, was
appointed ambassador to Australia
by President Truman in 1946 and
served in that post until 1948, when
he was named ambassador to
Cuba, where he served 2Y2 years.
He was a Democrat.
