MANILA W The season's

worst typhoon cut a path of de-

struction through six northern
Philippine provinces Friday with

winds.
There were no Immediate reports

ol casualties.
The storm swept through thous-

ands of homes, toppled telephone
communication poles, uprooted
trees and destroyed vast croplands.

Downtown Manila, sonic 200
miles south of the storm center,
was without lights or power for
several hours. Traffic snarled in
Inundated streets In the year's
worst Jam.

The typhoon was centered 40
miles east of Vlgan port Ln Ilocos
Sur Province at 2 p.m. and was
moving at 12 miles
per hour.

The Manila Weather Bureau said
the storm was expected to grow
stronger Friday night after swirl
lng through the sparsely populated
West Luzon mountains Into the
Chin Sea.

by Peron's enthusiastic labor sup-
porters.

Standing alongside the new lead-
er as he took the uath was San-
tiago Luis Cardinal Copello, Ro-
man Catholic primate nf Argen-
tina. When the ceremony ended
the new president and the cardinal
embraced. One of the reasons be-
hind Peron's downfall vas his
lengthy feud with the church.

The airfield in suburban Palermo
where Lonardi landed was tightly
guarded by troops nnd police
aimen with maqhinetrus. A red
carpet was rolled out for him
Thousands of citizens crowded
around the airport limits, cheer-
ing wildly and waving flairs.

The planes which accompanied
Lonardi from the rebel center of
Cordoba wero freshly painted with
a huge V tor victory uml with the
cross.
