T. M. Gerow of Grants Pass,
district engineer for Southern Ore-

gon for the Oregon State Board of
Health and the Oregon State Air
Pollution Authority, is taking sam-
ples of air in Klamath Falls for
analysis by the state board of
health laboratories in Portland.

Tuesday afternoon Gerow in-

stalled a high volume air sampler
on top of the J. C. Penney store.
The sampler Is on loan to the
state health board from the U.S.
Public Health Service. The samp-
ling is being conducted as part
of a nationwide program to gain
information of comparative studies
of air pollution problems.

The air sampling device is
equipped with a big motor, sim-

ilar to the type used in a vacuum
cleaner. It sucks air through a

glass fiber filter which is capable
of removing material from the at-

mosphere of a micron or

approximately of an
inch in size. Not only will it meas-
ure the dirt but also the smoke

particles In the air. Similar samp-
ling devices are being used cur-

rently in the Los Angeles area for

Air sampling has been conducted
for the last two years or lonier In
Klamath Fojls by means of two
fall-o- sampling jars. They are
jars with large mouths which col-
lect material that falls from the
atmosphere. The high volume sam-

pler will provide information and
data to give a more comprehen-
sive picture of the condition of the
air In the locality.

The glass fiber filters are re-

moved at the end of each
period and sent to Portland for
analysis. The filters can be kept
for long periods of time, up to
10 years, so further analysis can
be made should they become nec-

essary.
The J. C. Penney store locallon

was chosen because of Its more
or less central location In relation
to downtown traffic. The store is
providing electrical outlets and
power for the test.

Results of the analysis of the
two filters will be sent to the
Klamath Falls city administration
In two or three'weeks. Oerow said.

He added that the t type
of sampling has been discontinued
at Mills School as it was' found
that the air In that area was well
within the limits set for a resi-
dential area. It Is probable that
fall-o- sampling will be con-
tinued In the downtown area, he
added.
