Federal social security regulations,
of course, are the same in both
states.

School regulations provide that
every child between 8 and 16 years
of age must attend a full time
school, and all children mider 18

who work must huve a work per-
mit.

Only minors 14 to 18 years of

age may work before or after
school. They may not work earlier
than 5 a.m. or later than 10 p.m.
Children 14 and 15 years of age
may only work outside of school
