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Murray Urges

McKay Firing
HONOLULU 141 Sen. Murray

said Wednesday It would
be "a good thing for the country
if Secretary of the Interior Doug-

las McKay is fired."
Murray, chairman of the Senate

Interior and Insular Affairs Com-

mittee, arrived for a vacation and
"a reappraisal of the Hawaii state-
hood situation,"

Murray said in a shipboard
interview "McKay is not the right
man for the job." He accused the
Interior secretary of favoritism to
business and industry.

"We should have a man who is
free and independent' and willing
to do a Job in the best interest of
the development of the country,"
he said.

The senator also was
critical of his 1954 opponent, Wes-

ley D'Ewart, who earlier this
month was named to a recess
appointment as assistant secretary
of the interior.

Murray said he would oppose
D'Ewart's confirmation when Con-

gress reconvenes "because he is
not qualified for the Job."

Hawaiian statehood could be ap-

proved by the next session of Con-

gress, Murray said, "if the ad-
ministration would withdraw its

opposition to a fair deal
for Alaska."

He said he Is open minded about
separating Hawaii and Alaska
when the statehood question comes
up for consideration. A bill com-

bining the two territories was side-

tracked in the last session.
