He apparently agrees
with the party national committes
that what It calls “tax favorilism
for the rich'" and '‘public power
glveaways'" will be big Issues next
yoar,

Btevenson's aides apparently re-
gard Cov, Averell Harriman of
New York as one ol the greatrs:
threats to their man, Harriman hes
sald he is not going into mny pri-
maries but he Ia expected to seek
a "favorite son'' designalion from
New York.

Sen, Estes Kefauver of Tennes-
see is lkely to be a primury con-
tender snd he and Stevenson
might clash head on in soine of
these' tests The Stlevanson camp
seems confident of disposing of Ke-
fauver on some batllefleld tel to
be selscted,

In the Bouth, Stevenson's aseo-
gintes belleve they nre much bel.
