Bince the 10-cent hourly pay hike
last July, the company sald, aver-
age pay In all planis has been $2.08
an hour,

The monthlong mediation ses-
slons In Chicagn ended, the com-
pany representutive there saild, af-
ter a compromise was reached of
what will be done nbout 35 strikers
discharged for alleged acis during
the strike.

‘The firm, the source sald, agraed
lo reinstate 20 immediately, and
eight others aiter a 30-day suspen-
slon. The remaining seven cases
will be submitted to arbitration.

As the 220 unilon employes cast
ballots, Natlonal Guardsmen pa-
trolled the foundry area, where
sporadic shootlngs, stonings and
nuto smashups have marked the
protracted strike,

A Guard force 1,000 strong Wwas
sent to the area after a riol Ocl.
5 when elght persons were
wounded during an exchange of
shols as the union demonsiraled
Al the foundry gales.

The strike started July 24 when
the firm turned down a UAW de-
mand it bargain for Perfect Circlp
employes here, at Hagerstown and
two Richmond, Ind., plants,

Workers at Richmond and Hag-
erstown rejected the UAW as their
spokesmen In eleotions conducied
by the National Labor Relations
Board.

The offer, brondcast by the Mos-
eow radiol tame odly thred days
after the Kremlin snnounced the
Baviel Union had exploded its most
powerful hydrogen bomb.

Today's broadeast sajd:

“Wa cannol discontinue the pro-
duction. and testing of nuclear
weapond so long as both the U.B.A,
and  Britain® manufacture such
weapons and lest them,

“Propospls which the USSR,

put before the Unlted Nations
stipulate a total ban in nuclear
weapons and their removal from

nationnl armaments

“And as one of the first moves
fo disarm, the USBR. suggesis
that countries which posses nucle-
AT Woapons pled_ge to discontinue
their testing. We are ready to do 5o
here and now i the other powers
possessing such weapons agree to
do the same.'

Both Britain and the United
States plan to hold new tests next
year.

Todny's broadoast was s repetl-
tion, in the form of a direct pro-
posal to Americn and Britain, of
a more genernl Soviet plan. sub-
mitted to the U. N, subcommiltlee
on disarmament last May 10, Al
that fime Russin proposed that alIl
nations possessing atomie and
hydrogen weapons stop  testing
them.
