Benson Denies
Farm Charge

WASHINGTON (UP) Agricul-
ture Secretary Ezra T. Benson has
denied a charge by Adlal E. Ste-
venson that Benson tried to blame
the farmer's plight on wage in-

creases of city workers.
Benson, in a statement Issued

yesterday by the Republican Na-
tional Committee, said the present
farm problem stems from, "un-
sound Democrat programs."

"The farm problem of today,
which Mr. Stevenson lately de-

cided has political possibilities,
grew out of the Democrat adminis-
tration's refusal to face tacts,"
Benson said. ,

In a speech to the APL-CI-

convention in New York last week,
Stevenson accused Benson and
another Cabinet member of "a
design to play the ugly politics of
group hatred." He said Benson had
suggested in a speech that labor's
wage gains widen the spread be-

tween farm prices and retail food
prices, thus helping drive down
farm prices.
