Strike Enters
Third Month

PITTSBURGH
Electric Corp. and Us iwo biggest
unions locked in a strike ihat is
costing both sides millions of do-
llarsappear as far apart today as
when the first plants closed last
Oct. 17.

Wages, time studies of workers
lobs and length 0$ contract are the
big issues. Both sides agree that
recent negotiations have made no
progress toward agreement on the
key Issues.

Westmghouse says the dispute ir
costing some 55.000 striking em-

ployes $950,000 a day in wages.
About 40.000 other employes are
furloughed.

The company declines to com-
ment on its own losses but sources
close to the operation estimate pro-
duction losses so far will exceed
150 million dollars. That doesn't
include maintenance costs in the
40 struck plants.

The unions are the AFL-CI- In-
ternational Union of Electrical
Workers IUE) and the independ-
ent United Electrical Workers
UE). Each is conducting separate

negotiations.
Both unions have been demand-

ing hourly wage hikes for
workers who were earning an aver-
age of $2.10 an hour. Yesterday,
however, the UE offered to ac-

cept a temporary 3 per cent raise
with provisions for further wage
negotiations after the men return

(to work. The company rejected
this offer.

The company has offered both
unions a r contract with
annual raises which the firm says
will total a minimum of 23'2 cents
an hour. Both the UE and the IUE
refused. Seventeen smaller unions
signed; raising to about 44.000 the
number of employes under r

contracts. - v - .i: .rV
