The Oregon AAA olflce clled
these factors in the Increase in ex-
posure o pedestrian  aceldents
slnce 1938; motor vehlcle registra-
tion, up 193 per ceni; motor ves
hicle mileage, up 148 per cent]
population, up 27 per cent,

deaths have dropped in the face
ol thiz increased exposure 1s a
preat tribute to the many excel-
lent pedestrian accldent prevention
programs in effect {n our cities
and states,” the Oregon AAA de-
clared. “It nlso is a tribule io
the improved walking practicss on
the part of pedestrians, as well as
the better driving practices ob-
served by molorists (n our cities.”
