rika and blend. Then add milk all
at once. Cook over moderate heat,
stirring1 constantly until uniformly
thickened. Add cheese and cook.
stirring until melted and blended
into sauce. Place cup of
the potato chips in bottom of one-- 1

quart casserole; top with sliced
eggs. Pour cheese sauce over ergs.
Garnish with remaining potato
chips, placed vertically in the
sauce. Or chips may be crushed
as shown in the photograph and
used a a border. Place in a hot
oven 400 degrees F) for 20 minutes
or until sauce is bubbly. Four
servings.

Now, when serving this up, don't
forget to set a tall glass of fresh
milk at each plate set at the table.
Take It from me, whatta' meal.
