The wrists, the ankles, the mid-
dle joints of the fingers and the
knees are the joints where rheuma-
toid arthritis Is most likely to
strike first. Unlike rheumatic fever,
once a joint has become Involved
with swelling, the symptoms are
unlikely to disappear entirely from
that Joint for some time. Eventual-
ly, If the Inflammation of the syn-
ovial membrane docs not subside
the cartilage between the Joints
may be destroyed and result in an
immovable Joint, but this is only a
late stage of the disease and fre-

quently la missed entirely.
What can be done for this great

crlppler? A good many treat-
ments are available now. And re-

search, Including that supported
by the Arthritis and Rheumatism
Foundation, may be expected to
result in greater knowledge of the
causes and prevention as well as
the treatrnent of rheumatoid arth-
ritis.

The proper balance between rest
and exercise Is considered Impor-
tant. Simple remedies to relieve
the discomfort, providing they are
not habit forming, are widely used

the most popular is undoubtedly
aspirin.

Many sufferers from rheumatoid
arthritis have a tendency to ane-
mia so that they may need iron
preparations or even blood trans-
fusions. Generally, the diet is mere-
ly designed to supply sufficient
nutrient material Including vita-
mins but most doctors working In
the field do not believe that diet
has any specific effects on the
disease.

Among other measures of treat-
ment are physical therapy, includ-
ing heat, massage, and special
exercises. Preparations containing
gold given by Injection have been
widely used for patients with rheu-
matoid arthritis. Considerable pro-
gress In developing suitable Rold

preparations and dosage schedules
have been made In the last tew
years so that there are not as
many toxic reactions to gold prep-
arations as there used to be. Cer-
tainly some seem to have benefited
greatly from this method of
