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Death Comes During
Political Conference

PORTLAND, Ore. OT Gov. Paul L. Patterson of Ore-

gon, who was the top choice of Republican party leaders in
Oregon to try to unseat Democratic Sen. Wayne Morse next
fall, died of a heart attack last night.

Patterson, who had announced only four days ago that
he would make the race for the Senate, was conferring with
political advisers at the exclusive Arlington Club in Portland
when he collapsed. He was 55.

Dr. Ernest Boylan, who reached the governor's side with-
in five minutes, said Patterson died within 10 minutes of the
attack at 9:50 p.m.

The doctor tentatively blamed a coronary occlusion.

Smith made the trip from John
Day in six hours, arriving here M

nothing more to say because "I
haven't, had time to think this
over."

He has been a newspaperman
for 23 years, branching from ad-

vertising work to found the On-

tario Observer.
He served as mayor of Ontario

for three years, resigning in 1943
to enter the Navy. He was in the
South Pacific and Far East for
18 months.

He owns the Blue Mountain
Eagle, weekly John Day news-

paper, end has an Interest In the
Madras Pioneer.

His chief interest in the Legis-
lature has been highway legisla-
tion, the same as Gov. Patterson's

Smith was born on a cattle ranch
near Grand Junction, Colo., Nov.

He went to high school
at' Wilder, Idaho, and was gradu-
ated from the College of Idaho in
1932.

He married Dorothy Leinlnger
of Payette, Idaho, and they have
a son and a daughter,

Spotlighted

WASHINGTON lifl The Eisen-
hower-Ede- n talks shifted Wednes
day to questions of disarmament
and possible limitations on atomic
and hydrogen bomb tests. .

These subjects came up in a
White House session attended by
Harold Stassen, who la President
Eisenhower's disarmament special'
1st. and Lewis Strauss, head of
the Atomic Energy Commission.

British Prime Minister Eden and
Foreign Minister Selwyn Lloyd met
with Secretary of State Dulles,
Stassen and Strauss.

Lloyd had conferred earlier 'for
two hours with Dulles at the State
Department on Middle and Far
East problems

Signs pointed to a call by Eisen- -

hower and Eden for an all-o- ef
fort to make peace In the Middle
East. i

PREVIOUS SESSIONS
Previous sessions of the Eisen- -

hower-Ede- n talks have gone over
joint U.S. British preparations for
another disarmament conference
with the Russians next month at
London. Past efforts to reach ac-

cord with the Soviets on disarma
ment have foundered on the criti-
cal question ot how to make sure
nobody cheats on pledges to dis
arm.

Eden has talked publicly about
possibly limiting atomic and hy-
drogen bomb tests in the Pacific.
But Eisenhower and Dulles,. In pub-
lic comment, have been cool to-

ward the idea. Plans for new U.S.
nuclear tests in the Pacific have
been going ahead.
AGREE

Eden and Eisenhower agreed
Tuesday that peace between Israel
and the Arab states is essential
to Middle East stability. Among
other things they discussed the
possibility of posting United Na-
tions- troops 'In the demilitarised
zone between the hostile armies
o( Palestine to pacify the
area.- - ., ; -

U.S. officials ' demonstrated
little enthusiasm for this possibil-
ity but an American spokesman
said it had not been ruled out by
Eden and Elsenhower.

In two days of discussion the
British and American government
chiefs and their foreign ministers
have aired problems and disagree-
ments ranging from Europe to the
Far East. They have touched also
on such matters as general cold
war strategy and plans for further
disarmament efforts through the
U.N. '

Death Comes To
Fourth Governor
By THE ASSOCIATED PRESS
Goy. Paul Patterson was the

fourth Oregon chief executive to
die while in office.

By coincidence the state's- two
governors named Patterson both
had their terms cut short by death.

The first to die in office was
James Withycombe. who was in
his second term when death came
on March 3. 1916. Ben W. Olcott
moved up from secretary of state
to fill the vacancy.

I. L. Patterson, no kin to the
governor who succumbed Tuesday
night, died Dec. 21.- 1929, three
years after his election. A. W.
Norblad, president of the Senate,
took his place.

Earl Snell, In his second term
was killed in a plane crash near
Lakeview Oct. 28. 1947. Because
the president of the Senate, Mar-
shall Comett, also was killed in
the crash, the governorship went
to the speaker of the House,. John
H. Hall.

Death Stops
State GOP's

Chief Hope
PORTLAND 11 The Oregon

Republican Party lost Its chief
political hope through the death
in Portland Tuesday night of Gov.
Paul Patterson.

Only Saturday Patterson had
declared himself a candidate for
Republican nomination to seek the
U. s. Senate seat now held by
Democrat Wayne Morse. Morse Is
the only Democratic candidate so
far..

The death threw the Republican
Party politics in the state wide
open.
INTERIM TERM

Patterson's term as governor
would have run into January,
1959, had he been unsuccessful in
his bid for the Senate. His succes-
sor, State 8enate President Elmo
E. Smith of John Day in Eastern
Oregon, now must win the gover-
norship In this year's election if
ne wishes to retain tne position,
His interim term will run only un
til early January, 1957.

Gov. Patterson's death leaves
State Rep, Elmer Deetz, Canby
dairyman, the only Republican
candidate for the U. S. Senate posi-
tion. Deets Is well known for his
legislative work on Oregon milk
laws, but is not generally consid-
ered to carry the political weight
Patterson did.

Thus the governor'i death turns
an , election .already.-o- f

good size into' a full blown fight
for political power in the state.

It brings up for election the third
position on the Important State
Board of Control. The board is
composed of the governor, the sec-

retary of state and state treasur
er, Fliied now by three Republi
cans, all three positions will be
up for contest by the strengthened
Democrats. It Is believed the first
time all positions have been open
at one time. The board supervises
all state Institutions and serves as
a state land board.

IMPORTANT POSITION

The Important positions to be
filed in the November general
election include one U. 8. Senate
sent, four U. 8. representatives,
governor, secretary of state, state
treasurer, attorney general, all
state representatives and approx-
imately half ' the state Senate
sents.

Political leaders In the Repub-
lican Party expressed shock and
grief at the governor's death.
None wished to comment, so soon
after the death, on the political
implications.

PORTLAND lifl U. S. Balentine,
Klamath Falls attorney who was
put on probation a year ago be-
cause he did not file income tax
returns, was. to appear in federal
court here Thursday to answer
charges of additional tax viola-
tions.

Federal Judge Chase Clark
meted the probationary one-ye-

sentence- last Feb. 4 after the
attorney pleaded guilty to

failing to file income tax returns
for three years.

A petition signed by John M.
McFarland of the federal proba
tion office accuses Balentine of
falsifying his 1954 tax return,
which he filed last April 15, and
of failing to keep Income tax rec
ords last year as he was ordered
to do by the Internal Revenue
service.

It also accuses Balentine of not
turning over to the government
federal taxes which he collected
from the pay of an employe and
of not making deductions from the
pay of other employes.

In an interview with AP Corre-
spondent Paul W. Harvey Jr.,
shortly before' his death he denied
reports' he had been requested by
the President to run against Dem-
ocratic Senator Wayne Morse.

Those reports grew from a
breakfast meeting Gov. Patterson
had with the President a year ago.

The governor explained he had
gone east three or four times in
behalf of Oregon projects. He said
on one of those- ocAisions he had
gone to the White House for the
meeting.

"We talked about federal aid to
education, and politics wasn't men-

tioned," Gov. Patterson told Har-
vey. He added that other politi-
cians he met in Washington had
urged him to run. but there had
been no suggestion of it from the
White House.

Gov. Patterson said in the inter-
view he had made up his mind to
run for the Senate a week after a
talk at Coos Bay in which he said
he would make up his mind In
two weeks. The favorable reaction
from the public after that an-
nouncement convinced him he
should run, he said.

Mrs. Smith was acquitted of
the charge.

Hugh Center, attorney for Mrs.
Smith, argued yesterday that sev-

eral inter-stat- e legal cases similar,
to the one' involving Susan were
thrown out because the domicile of
the child Involved was in a dif-

ferent state.
But attorneys for Mrs. Hightower

cited a case in which a California
court ruled that the court of Juris-
diction was the court in the state
in which the child was living when
the action was brought.

Del Mutolo said he would study
the arguments in regard to Juris-
diction and .would also go over the
testimony introduced from the
Portland trial of Mrs. Smith In
connection with her , husband s
death.

"However, I am not going to
pass on the guilt or innocence of
this lady (Mrs. Smith) as to
whether or not she had anything
to do with the killing of her hus-

band," Del Mutolo said. "That
matter was litigated In Oregon."

After court adjourned yesterday,
Mrs. Smith said she intended to
return to ' Portland immediately
and did not expect to see her
child before she left.

She said she saw Susan at Mrs.
Hightower's home last Sunday and
that the child told her, "I want to
go back to Portland with you,
Mommie."
