The dinner launched the Demo-
cratic 19SG presidential campaign
in New York state, which has 98

of the 1,372 votes at the party's
national convention next August In

Chicago.
Sen. Estes Kefauver of Tennes-

see, an open candidate for the
presidential nomination, and Gov.
Averell Harriman of New York,
an "Inactive" candidate, also de-

livered slashing attacks on the
GOP.

'Responsibility for bipartisan-
ship in foreign policy rests
squarely on the administration in
power In the White House and
nowhere else," said Truman, "tt
is Impossible for anyone else to

bring It about."
He said Republicans excluded

Democrats from formulation of

foreign policy because they had
chained the Democrats with trea-
son and they want "to be in a posi-
tion to do it again."

They have described him and
Gen. George C. Marshall, his sec-

retary of state, as "traitors," said
Truman.

"If we're traitors, the country is
In n hell of a fix," he said, de-

parting from his prepared text.
In another departure from his

planned remarks, he said: "From
here on, I'm going to state the
facts no matter who gets hurl."

He said the Elsenhower adminis-
tration policies "are leading us into
a situation of growing danger
where the balance of strength may
shift strongly against the free
world."

He described - the situation In

Europe as "more precarious than
It has been since 1947."

"We have lost heavily among
the millions of uncommitted people
of Asia," he said. "We seem to
have no strategy for defending the
Middle East against Communist
subversion."

He said the Republicans are
"desperate" concerning this year's
election campaign.

"They know." he said, "they
don't have a chance with anyone
except Ike; and the pressure they
are putting on him to run In spite
of everything Is just positively in-

decent."
He said the Democrats are

"going to give the American people
a chance to vote for a president
and not a regency or a part-tim- e

chairman of the board."

Reported Deep
MOUNT SHASTA The snowpack

on Mt. Shasta is twice as deep
this year as tt was last year, a
5r$o survey made January 30 by
the U.S. Forest Service Indicates.

Personnel from the Mount Shasta
ranger station of the Shasta Trinity

National Forests found 123
inches of snow at Sand Flat, with
a water content of 48 inches, com-

pared to last year s snow depth on
January 31 of '73.2 Inches, with a
water content of 24 5 inches.

They recorded 161 inches, of
snow at Horse Camp, higher on
the mountain, as compared to 76.8
inches last year.

Clem Crouch. district ranger
and Ted Schuler were among the
forest service men making t h e
trip by snowcat. Fletcher Huyt of
Mount Shasta accompanied the
party to gather data for the engi-

neering survey being made for the
Mt. Shasta chairlift development
company.

Information gathered on the
snow surveys is passed on to water
agencies responsible for storage of
water and flood control. The statis
tics are compiled in cooperation
with the California Division of Wa-

ter Resources.

Winter Grips
Most Of Nation
By THE ASSOCIATF.D PRESS
Wintry weather held a tight grip

on most of the country today from
the Midwest and plains states
westward to the Pacific Coast.

The blast of Icy air dipped south
ward across Texas Into western
Mexico. It was below freezing this
morning in most of Texas, with
the cold weather threatening vege-
table and citrus areas in the Rio
Grande Valley.

More snow fell in western Texas
and freezing rain pelted central
sections. Many schools were
closed.

Six deaths were attributed to
the stormy weather In Texas. At
least six other persons died In
causes attributed to the weather,
two each In New Mexico, New
York and Michigan.

New Mexico, hit by Ihe season's
heavtest snowstorm, got more
snow during the night and morn-
ing, with an additional Inch In the
southern section.
